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ANTI-SOVIET ACTIVITIES OF JEWISH
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Annotation. The publication analyzes anti-Soviet activities of Jewish religious
communities in UkrSSR during the post-war period. The negative influence of
the Soviet State Security on limitation the religious life of Jewish communities in
Ukraine in the defined time was examined. It was proved that the anti-Soviet activity
of Jewish religious communities was based on combining religious and national
aspects, defending the original culture of the Jewish people, involving both internal
and external influences in the struggle against the Soviet ideological system.

INTRODUCTION. The relevance of the studied scientific issue is undoubtedly
important and essential for the contemporary understanding of religious identity
complex processes of Jewish religious communities in Ukrainian SSR and total
control by People’s Commissariat of State Security of the UkrSSR (Ministry of
State Security) (hereinafter referred to as «NKDB of the UkrSSR» (MDB of the
UkrSSR)) for their activities in the post-war period.

Jewish religious communities, like other religious structures in Ukraine during
this period, were among the first to experience the negative influence of the Soviet
system and Stalin’s dictatorship. Both the system and a dictatorial regime were
pursuing goals related to not only the elimination of their religious identity, but also
the «obliteration» of national memory.

The scientific novelty of the research problem is based on analysis of both the
historiographic collection of scientists and archives that are introduced for scientific
purposes and aren’t new. These materials allow us to assess the total influence
of the violent actions by the NKDB (MDB) of the Ukrainian SSR on the Jewish
religious communities during the post-war period.

Research analysis. To some extent, some aspects of the studied issue have
already been analyzed by scientists. G. Kostrychenko’s works [KocTbipueHko,
1994; KoctbipueHko, 2010], which analyze the reason both Soviet policy in attitude
towards the Jews and its dependence on external factors, play an important role
in the understanding of state and socio-political processes in relation to the Jewish
national minority and in the study of Soviet Jews history in the post-war period. M.
Kupovetskyi, who studies demographic processes of the Jews in the USSR, states
the main reasons of the Jewish depopulation in the republics such as russification,
assimilation, mixed marriages, migration into other regions of the USSR and
abroad [Kynoseubkuin, 1994]. I. Kreizman directly studied the repression of Soviet
power towards Jewish religious community in Lviv during the post-war period
[KpenamaH, 1994]. V. Voinalovych analyzed the negative influence of Sovietization
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on denominational centers in Ukraine (the second half of the 1940’s and 1950’s)
[BonHanosuy, 1997].

M. Mitsel examines the attitude of Soviet power towards Judaism between
1944 and 1981. According to the author, the synagogue was actually the only
legal institution that represented the Jewish national minority. That is why Judaism
and the synagogue became the object of constant pressure and total control
[Muuenb, 1998]. Ch. Hoffman, analyzing the Jewish towns of Podillia, claims that
the Jewish population of Shargorod escaped the total destruction during the war
years and survived from full assimilation and departure from Judaism in the post-
war years of Soviet power. First of all, the community traditions were preserved as
a result of cooperation between local economic administration, where mostly the
Jews worked, and the Soviet authorities, even though the town felt anti-Semitic
campaigns, the struggle against religion and Zionism and other ways of solving the
«Jewish question» [Hoffman, 2002].

V. Nikolskyi did a historical and statistical research on the repressive activity
of the State Security of the USSR in Ukraine (1920s-1950s) [Hikonbcbkuia, 2003].
O. Bazhan highlighted the repressive policy of the Soviet State Security in the Kyiv
region in the 1940s — early 1950’s [BaxaH, 2008].

The aforementioned issue is quite generalized in the monograph «Jews in
Ukraine: History and Modernity» [EBpei B YkpaiHi, 2009]. Historical and philosophical
development aspects of the Jewish national community in the modern Ukrainian
society and Ukraine, its state and level in the context of integration into the
conditions of the Ukrainian society and other issues are presented in a collective
monograph [E€Bpencbka HauioHanbHa cninbHoTta, 2014].

J. Veidlinger, using the memories of 400 Jews, wrote that despite the Stalinist
repressions, the Holocaust, anti-Semitism, the Jewish life in the Ukrainian villages,
settlements and cities, where Jews traditionally lived, existed during the post-war
period [Veidlinger, 2013]. Ways of struggle against religious structures and its
«chekist» segment in the 1920-1950’s were investigated by L. Babenko [babeHko,
2014].

Certain facts about the Jewish life of the city of Lviv during the post-war period, as
well as the situation of Jews in Soviet Ukraine during 1945-1991, are concentrated
in Internet sources [Kazesik; YkpanHal.

The main archives of the article are from the Central State Archives of Public
Organizations of Ukraine (hereinafter referred to as «TsDAHO of Ukraine») and
the Sectoral State Archive of the Security Service of Ukraine (hereinafter referred
to as «<HDA SBU»).

Analyzing historiographic works and the source of scientific issues, we make
a logical conclusion that the topics under study haven’t become the object of
comprehensive study by scientists yet.

Presenting main material. In the second half of the 1940s, survived Ukrainian
Jews mostly returned to their residency; the Jewish life restoration began. Contacts
were established between communities, the traditional crafts of the Jewish
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population were revived, which appeared to be extremely necessary during post-
war devastation. Craftsmen united in the artels, the ateliers were opened, other
forms of small mono-ethnic groups appeared, where it was easier to solve issues
related to the respecting Jewish traditions [Ka3zesik].

The analysis of numerous archival-criminal cases, published documents,
memoirs, and scientific explorations allowed to reveal formal and informal motives,
aggravating circumstances for religion-based persecution. The formal motive was
mentioned in the article of the Criminal Code of Soviet Ukraine. The general informal
motive was faith. However, the analysis of informal motives gives researchers the
opportunity to define a range of dangerous activities which were conducted by
clergy and believers [babeHko, 2014, C. 284], for the Bolshevik authorities.

The state anti-Semitic policy, anti-Semitism, that swept through the territory of
Ukraine, encouraged the formation of the Jewish national minority representatives
of nationalistic views. Increasingly, thoughts about the need to restore Jewish
education, culture, and religion were heard among the Jews. Particularly radical
representatives of this national minority are advocating for the creation of their own
national state as the only possible prerequisite for the fulfillment of these tasks.
According to many of them, the restoration of national life will be only possible if
their historical homeland is returned — Eretz Yisrael (the Land of Israel — a note by
the authors) or the creation of a true national autonomy, either in the Crimea or in
Birobidzhan [Knennep, 1995, C. 138].

In 1947 M. Khrushchov was removed from the position of the first secretary of
the Central Committee of KP(b)U (Communist Party (Bolsheviks) of Ukraine) and
replaced by L. Kahanovych. That gave hopes to many Ukrainian Jews for change
for the better. However, the Jews situation was the same, and in a few months
L. Kahanovych was recalled to Moscow, M. Khrushchev returned to the former
position and continued the state anti-Semitism policy [Hikonbcbkuin, 2003]. The
policy regarding Jews in the USSR was focused on restriction of their rights and
intensifying assimilation [Kasesk].

V. Kostyrchenko noted that in the letter of the demobilized front-line Jews of the
city of Kyiv, which arrived in the autumn of 1945 to the Central Committee of the
VKP(b) (All-Union Communist Party Bolsheviks) addressed to J. Stalin, L. Beriia
and the editor of «Pravda» P. Pospelov. The letter said that «... the German influence
is strongly felt. There is no struggle with the political consequences of their political
sabotage. There are various nationalists, sometimes with a party membership
ticket in their pockets ... Anti-Semitism, which is still unseen in our Soviet reality, is
raging here. The word «Yid» or «Beat the Yids» ... is loudly sounding on the streets
of the capital of Ukraine, in trams, in trolley buses, in shops, on bazaars, and even
in some Soviet institutions» [KocTbipueHko, 2010, C. 138].

The anti-Semitic policy in the Ukrainian SSR was particularly intensified after the
first secretary of the Central Committee of the KP(b)U L. Melnykov assumed the
power in December 1949. Spreading anti-Jewish psychosis in Ukrainian society, he
began a new ideological attack on Jews, who were branded not only as «homeless
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cosmopolitans», «Jewish bourgeois nationalists», but also as speculators and
schemers in the economic sphere by the republican press [baxaH, 2008, C. 40].

«Studying of the inner life of Jewish religious communities», — P. Vilkhovyi the
commissioner of the Council for Religious Affairs under the Council of Ministers
of the USSR in the Ukrainian SSR, reported to the Central Committee of the
KP(b)U in April 1949, — says that many of these communities are used by non-
church element, which sneaks into the leadership of the community, deals with the
functions of an entirely unproven religious community, often turning synagogues
into nests of nationalistic manifestations» [LUOAIO Ykpainu. ®. 1. On. 23. Cnp.
5667. Apk. 93].

The «Undercover-operational work with Jewish religious organizations report»
by People’s Commissar of the UkrSSR, Lieutenant-General S. Savchenko, dated
November 15, 1946 [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 33—43] stated that
people in a number of the republic cities of Jewish religious organizations activated
during the post-war period. This activity led to the creation of so-called «twenties»,
which initiated the organization of synagogues, houses of worship, etc. [[OA
CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 33]. According to the State Security bodies,
Jewish religious activists, who are usually nationalistic believers, were leading this
movement. Some of them lived in Palestine in the past, were supporters of the
Zionism movement and were active in restoring Jewish religious organizations
[FOA CBY. ©.16.0n. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 33].

The opening of synagogues in Kyiv, Lviv, Kharkiv, Zhytomyr, Vinnytsia, Kherson,
and other regions and districts of Ukraine, which on February 1, 1946 numbered 60
was the result of the active work of the Jewish religious communities [[A CBY. ©.
16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 33]. There were 20 synagogues, 6 of them functioned
officially and the rest — unofficially in Chernivtsi region [[dA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp.
4. T. 5. Apk. 33]. According to other sources, during the 1944-1945, there were 65
synagogues and houses of worship in Ukraine, but officially only 5% of the total
number were accepted by the authority [Kazesk].

V. Romantsov writes that according to the population census 1939, the
proportion of the Jewish population in Ukraine decreased by 0.5%, but Jews
remained an influential ethnos, and even in such areas as Kyiv, Vinnytsya and
Kamyanets-Podilsky prevailed over the number of Russians and were the second
after Ukrainians, and the number of Jews, who were urban residents, increased to
85.4% [PomaHuos, 2008, C. 23].

According to V. Kononenko, before the Second World War, Ukrainian Jews were
the members of VKP(b), Soviet and party authorities, intellectuals, the leading
personnel of enterprises, institutions and organizations. The strong desire of the
Jewish national minority to education, the traditional system of public education,
was the main reason of their actions [KoHoHeHko, 2012, C. 204].

The facts of «active social activity» by Soviet state security bodies were
noticed among the Jewish religious communities of Chernivtsi, Zhytomyr, Kharkiv,
Dnipropetrovsk and other Ukrainian cities, as being contrary to the current
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legislation. They have often been the only arguments in favor of the closure of
synagogues during the general campaign on reducing the network of existing
religious buildings. Thus, in Chernivtsi, out of 17 synagogues operating in the first
postwar days, in April 1949, only 3 of them continued their functioning. During
1948-1956, 18 constructions of the Jewish cult have ceased to exist in Ukraine
[LLOATO Ykpainu. @. 1. On. 23. Cnip. 5667. Apk. 94].

The newly created «Board of Jewish Religious Communities» contributed to
their founding, sometimes even requiring this from the authorities in an ultimate
form. In particular, the activists of the Jewish community in Kyiv, after the opening
of the synagogue in Podol, in a letter addressed to the authorized representative
of the Council for Religious Affairs at the Council of People’s Commissars of the
Ukrainian SSR, stated that «... Delaying the issue of the opening of a synagogue
in the center is unfair and in the future intolerant ...» [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp.
4. T. 5. Apk. 34].

The community leadership in the city of Kryvyi Rih, Dnipropetrovsk region, using
communications, sent a telegram to the chairman of the People’s Commissars of
the Ukrainian SSR, urging the permission to open the synagogue. The Chernivtsi
Rabbinate appealed to the regional executive committee with the requirement
to legalize special Jewish schools for the training of religious servants and for
establishing ties with the Rabbinate of Moscow city [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnip.
4. T. 5. Apk. 34].

Although the removal of the Jewish educational infrastructure in Soviet Ukraine
in the late 1930’s turned to be final [EBpelicbka HauioHanbHa cninbHoTa, 2014,
C. 188], however, «... the elimination of all parts of the Jewish cultural infrastructure
in Soviet Ukraine can be understood as the manifestation of certain political
changes without a radical rejection of the fundamental values of the Soviet
ideology» [E€BpeWcbka HauioHanbHa cninbHoTa, 2014, C. 188].

Similar requirements concerning the synagogues opening have also been
received from other Ukrainian settlements [[0A CBY. ®©. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5.
Apk. 34]. In addition to the number of synagogues mentioned, Jewish religious
communities illegally opened houses of worship — so-called «minyans», 11 of
which were found in the capital of Ukraine, the city of Kyiv. They also functioned
in Zhytomyr, Zaporizhzhia, Dnipropetrovsk, Mykolaiv, Vinnytsia, Lviv and other
regions of Ukraine [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 34].

The representative of the Council for the Affairs of Religious Cults in the
Vinnytsia region reported in 1947 that when visiting Bershad, he discovered,
in addition to the synagogue, two minyans, one of which consisted only of the
shoemakers, and the other were tailors [YkpanHa]. Naturally, the synagogues of
the time were not enough to meet the religious needs of believing Jews. Under
such circumstances, the republic acted dozens of minyans that gathered in private
homes and sometimes accounted for up to 60 people. Officially, they were not
recognized by state authorities, since the control over their semi-legal activities
was much more complicated, and managers and homeowners were constantly
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persecuted, taxed heavily, and even subjected to administrative eviction into other
settlements [BonHanoewuy, 1997, C. 207-226].

The Soviet state security bodies conducted an active struggle with them,
sometimes being unsuccessful, as the agents reported on a permanent change
of their residence and that their leadership, under the cover of religious activity,
actually carried out an aimed nationalist work, established ties with the Zionist
organizations in the United States, the United Kingdom and Palestine, illegally
conveyed information about the supposedly difficult situation of Jews in the USSR
abroad [FOA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 34-35].

The leadership of Jewish religious communities attracted intellectuals and youth
to their activities and raised them in a religious and nationalist spirit. In particular,
the religious Jewish community in Kyiv were rather active regarding this issue,
thus cultivating nationalist ideas and conveying information on violations of their
religious rights. Members of the board of this community had close contacts with
Jewish committees from the United States and Palestine, from where they were
sent both legal and illegal parcels through Twersky, a son of one of the prominent
Tzadiks [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 19, 35]. This became the basis
for the establishment by the State Security bodies of the case called «Taliskunty»
[FOA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 35], which included five persons [[A
CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 35-36]. They were mostly Jews, natives of
Kyiv, Kyiv and Vinnytsia regions, some of them in the past lived in Palestine and
belonged to the Zionist movement, had higher religious education [[A CBY. ®. 16.
On.7.Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 36].

The Taliskunty intelligence case was instituted on the individuals of the ruling
Jewish religious community of Kyiv, which, in the opinion of the NKDB (MDB) of
the Ukrainian SSR, was carrying out «nationalist and provocative activities» [[OA
CBY. ®©.16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 19]. The most active were Shvariman Lazar
Osherovych, its leader, and Shekhtman ltsko Gorshkovychthe, the rabbi of the
synagogue [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 19]. The research proved
that they had established contacts with Jewish committees in the United States
and Palestine, using both legal and illegal opportunities [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7.
Cnp.4.T. 5. Apk. 19].

For the active development of the Taliskunty intelligence case plan, the State
Security bodies recruited the agents «Spinoza» and «Upornyi», who, having
personal ties to nationalist Jewish religious structures, provided valuable materials
about members of the Kyiv religious communities [[A CBY. . 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4.
T. 5. Apk. 36].

Since Jewish religious communities functioned not only in Kyiv but also in
other regionals of the Ukrainian SSR, therefore the State Security bodies began
scheduled secret operations with the involvement of proven agents in the regions
in order to identify an organized Jewish religious movement. The bodies of the
NKDB (MDB) of the Ukrainian SSR focused its attention in Kharkiv, Zhytomyr,
Lviv, Vinnytsia and Voroshylovhrad regions. Thus, the administration of the NKDB
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(UMDB) of the Ukrainian SSR in the Kharkiv region, on the basis of confidential
human sources, instituted an intelligence case called «Displaced Persons», which
included four people, Jews, native of Ukraine, including two students of the Kharkiv
State University [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 36].

One of the active leaders of the religious Jewish community in Kharkiv was
Professor of Architecture Aleksandr Markovich Ginzburg, whom the Soviet
government accused of espionage in favor of Germany [[A CBY. ®. 16. On. 7.
Cnp. 4. T. 6. Apk. 111]. Not knowing that he was communicating with his close
surroundings who actually were State Security agents, he stated that «... the
community must exist as a purely religious one, it must necessarily include elderly
people, who should pray, and «between the rows» in the activities of the community
should take place a national question», «...\We need to organize circles, that is,
student centers and approach the Jewish youth from a psychological point of view ...
inspire young people to love their nation and involve them in studying the Jewish
language, but to do so is completely secret» [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnip. 4. T. 5.
Apk. 37].

Embodying this idea in practical life, O. M. Ginzburg instructed Goldenberg,
a student of the Kharkiv State University, to organize a circle for the study of the
Hebrew language and Jewish literature [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnip. 4. T. 6. Apk.
111]. Besides studying these subjects, the members of the circle promoted the
idea of an independent Jewish state, anti-Semitism in the USSR, possible further
Jewish pogroms in the Ukrainian SSR, the establishment of an organization that
would protect the rights of Jews, informing the United States and Great Britain
about the difficult situation of Jews etc. [[A CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnip. 4. T. 5. Apk.
37]. One of the associate of Ginzburg O. M. — Kohan Mariia aired these views and
tried to spread them among the general public [[JA CBY. ®.16.0n.7.Cnp. 4. T. 6.
Apk. 111]. Luffman Veniamyn, a member of the circle, an expert of the prosecutor’s
office in the city of Kharkiv [[dA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 6. Apk. 111], stated
that «... such a power will not exist for a long time», while expressing negative and
offensive expressions against the leaders of the party and the Soviet government
[FOA CBY. ©. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 37].

Of course, the State Security bodies paid attention to it and began to study the
surroundings of these individuals, their connections abroad with the identification
of a possible organized underground. Active participation in this process was given
to «Voronina» and «Openhe M», the agents of the state security, which enjoyed
trust among members of the circle [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 38].

Trying to find an organized underground among Jewish religious communities,
the NKDB (UMDB) of the Ukrainian SSR administration in Zhytomyr oblast
developed an intelligence case called «Seekers», which included four people —
Jews, natives of the city of Malyn [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk.
38]. In particular, Radomyshliskyi Moishe-Avrum Yosyfovych, Cherniakhovskyi Zus
Leibovych, Polonskyi Mordukh, Grabar David-Yankel Gershkovych and others
[FOA CBY. ©.16.0n. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 6. Apk. 112].
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State security bodies reported that these individuals systematically gathered in
minyans that functioned illegally, sought to organize a structure that would require
a permit from the Soviet government for the Jews to move to Palestine. In addition,
these individuals carried out a secret census, mainly among Jews who wanted to
go to the United States, organized funds for poor Jews, set up correspondence with
Jewish committees in the United States and Palestine, disseminated information on
the difficult situation of Jews in the USSR, etc. [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5.
Apk. 38]. The disclosure of this case was entrusted to such proven security agents
as «Mistseva» and «Demchenko» [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnip. 4. T. 5. Apk. 38].

Instead, the NKDB (UMDB) of the Ukrainian SSR administration in the Lviv
region tried to detect the leaders of the Jewish religious community, which
consisted of three persons who were their greatest interest. This, Sobol David
Bentsionovych, Raukh lvan Arnoldovych, Zilberfarb Shmulia Moshkovych [[OA
CBY. ©. 16. On. 7. Cnip. 4. T. 6. Apk. 113]. By the way, the Lviv Synagogue has
restored its existence from the very first days of the city’s liberation. In 1944-1945,
up to 5 thousand Polish Jews prayed in it, those who returned from evacuation in the
eastern regions of the country, and during 1945-1946 repatriated to Poland. Since
1946, the overwhelming majority of the Jewish community in Lviv was composed
of those Jews who moved from the eastern regions to their permanent residence.
At this time, special attention was paid to the activities of the synagogue and its
leadership on the part of State Security bodies [BonHanosuy, 1997, C. 207-226].

«Our Lviv community was then really very active, but the anti-Semitic campaign
of 1948 led to severe repressions. That was a dual game: on the one hand, it was
a big anti-Semitic campaign, on the other hand, an Israeli ambasada appeared in
Moscow. The policy was directed against the state of Israel. In Soviet Russia, in
the political sense, Israel was viewed very unfavorably — as a «bourgeois» state»
[Kazesk].

According to the materials of the criminal case brought to the head of the
community of D.B. Sobol found that he was suspected of «involvement in the agents
of American intelligence», was a «regular Jewish nationalist» and belonged to the
clerical sect of «Hasidism». In connection with his departure to Poland in October
1945, «Active Zionist» Lev Serebrianskyi was elected head of the Jewish community
at the Lviv Synagogue [UOAIO Ykpainu. ®. 1. On. 23. Cnp. 5667. Apk. 347].

The agency reported that its leader D. B. Sobol organized a voluntary association
for the assistance of Jews «The Jewish Religious Community» by concluding the
«Charter of the Community in Lvivy», which, in particular, emphasized that its main
purpose was a) a national-cultural and religious association of the those small
number of the Jewish population who managed to protect themselves from the
destruction of the German conquerors; b) increase of political, national and cultural
consciousness of the Jewish population; c) implementation of various measures to
improve the living conditions of the Jewish population; d) community management
was carried out by a general assembly, and for a specific leadership and for solving
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various issues concerning the Jewish population, a presidium of 11 persons was
elected» [TOA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 39-40].

The community-based statute «Voluntary Society — Lviv Jewish Community»
among its main tasks included the national-cultural and religious association of
the Jewish population of the city and the region, the rise of its political, national
and cultural consciousness, as well as the implementation of various measures
to improve the living conditions. As it was noted in the charter, the community’s
savings should be formed at the expense of voluntary contributions and donations
from its members and from abroad, revenues from charity concerts and lectures
[LOAIO Ykpainu. ®. 1. On. 23. Cnp. 4555. Apk. 317].

However, after analyzing the provisions of the statute, State Security bodies
came to the conclusion that it has nothing to do with religious matters, since it has
purely political goals [[A CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 40].

«Faced with this kind of activity of the Lviv Jewish religious community, we
were forced to take the most categorical measures aimed at stopping the illegal
phenomena in the community and limiting its activities. In fact, we had to «lock
up» its religious life within the limits of the synagogue, not allowing its other
manifestations, — Petro Vilkhovyi reported to the governing bodies in the beginning
of 1948. At the same time, gradually, but consistently and firmly, we are carrying out
the purification of the ritual from everything that is not related to religion, and from
harmful remnants of the extreme elements of Jewish religious dogma» [LUOAIO
Ykpainn. ®. 1. On. 23. Cnp. 4555. Apk. 323].

However, there were no political goals set out in this statute, but instead, it
was envisaged to increase the political, national and cultural consciousness of the
Jews, to improve the material and living conditions. And it was quite reasonably,
given the situation in which they were in the Ukrainian SSR in the post-war period.

The problem which seriously disturbed the Ukrainian SSR State Security
bodies was so-called «Zionism». The Jews declared not only national-cultural and
religious autonomy, an increase in political, national and cultural consciousness,
but also the improvement of material and living conditions. And that contradicted
the Soviet doctrine, the imposition of a communist ideology, that is lifestyle of a
«nonreligious» society.

The Soviet authorities regarded «Zionism» as a bourgeois phenomenon. First
of all, the Zionists were strictly forbidden to have any contacts with people from
abroad. From a legal point of view, organizations did not have any space for free
activities [Kazesk].

The NKDB (MDB) of the USSR was making plans to combat the so-called
«Zionismy». One of its aspects was the «Zion» human intelligence, implemented by
the NKDB administration in the Stalin Region. State Security bodies believed that
they were combating with the active «Zionists-revisionists». The group included such
individuals as: Rothstein Abram Srulevich, the head of the group who was held in a
criminal case under the nickname «Ochkastyi», Mendelbaum Rubel Moiseyevich,
a member of the group who was held in a criminal case under the nickname
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«Kulhavyi», Nessel Semen Moiseyevich, a member of the group, which was held
under the nickname «Khytryi» [[1A CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 70-71].

This group was guided by the idea of Volodymyr Zhabotynskyi, the leader of the
Zionist-Revisionist movement, a Jewish writer and publicist, a co-founder of the
State of Israel and his armed forces [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 71].
Volodymyr Zhabotynskyi personally did not have any illusions about Soviet power.
In fact, he emphasized that «... the Bolsheviks are always inclined to defy opponents
in every possible way, forgetting about their own bloody actions. It seems they are
raising their prestige in the countries of the European-American world in such way»
[Knennep, 1995, C. 194]. According to I. Melnychuk, Volodymyr Zhabotynskyi
was an ardent defender primarily of «cultural nationalism», since he believed
that every national culture and language are a precious and indispensable part of
world culture. This point of view remained unchanged in his ideology throughout
his life [EBpei B YkpaiHi, 2009, C. 117]. The members of the «Ochkastyi's» group
sought to organize a mass Zionist movement, held illegal gatherings, where they
discussed in an anti-Soviet spirit the situation in the USSR and Poland, where
they sought to go as repatriates. According to the human intelligence information,
the group leader planned to publish a book «On the activities of the Communists
in the USSR» in Poland. The content of book included spyware information [[1A
CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 71]. Despite the fact that all documents for
their departure to Poland were prepared, the NKDB (UMDB) administration in the
Stalin Region requested sanctions on their arrest [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4.
T. 5. Apk. 72].

According to intelligence reports, the NKDB (UMDB) administration in
Voroshilovgrad region arrested Pozin Hanan Abramovich, a non-partisan Jew, one
of the active leaders of the local Jewish religious community, who cooperated with
the Gestapo and helped to identify pro-Soviet-minded people during the German
occupation. That citizen received the term of punishment that is 15 years of hard
labor [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 42].

It was virtually impossible in the UkrSSR to secure the national-cultural and
religious separation of Jews by law and to increase their political, national and cultural
consciousness. So the community leadership tried to improve the material and living
conditions of the Jewish population in Lviv through the American Society «Joint»,
which sent them 400 parcels [[A CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 40]. The
Office of the NKDB of UkrSSR (UMDB of the UkrSSR) in Lviv region was rereading
all their correspondence. In particular, in one of the letters of the Lviv Jews, it was
written that «The war has made its way, the streets were filled with Jewish blood,
today we are disapproved. Nobody recognizes us, nobody needs us. We are torn up,
barefoot and weary» [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 40].

State security bodies found that responsible members of the Soviet authority
were part of the Lviv Jewish religious community. In particular, two people were
reported: Shtakelberg Isaac, the Communist, Deputy Director of restaurants and
dining halls, and Serebrianskyi Lev, non-party man, a representative of the General
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Office in the western regions of Ukraine and Moldavia [[A CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnip.
4. T. 6. Apk. 115].

The agents of the Soviet secret services also reported that Zilberfarb, the head of
the synagogue, tried to turn it into a center of concentration of Jews who came from
the eastern regions of the Ukrainian SSR for the further processing of documents for
their departure to Poland and to the place of residence for this category of people
[FOA CBY. @. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 40]. According to the NKDB (UMDB)
administration in Lviv region, community leaders were attracting Jewish youth to
nationalistic work. Thus, one of its active members, Natan Limpel, a student of the
Lviv State University [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 6. Apk. 115], who organized
a group of seven young people and preached the unity of the Jewish nation among
them, stated that «... Jews do not have a motherland, but we do not need that
one, where we live. At the front Jews were fighting not for the Soviet Union, but for
international Jews» [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 41].

In response to the situation, the local district executive committee canceled
the statute of the Jewish religious community and dissolved the presidium, and its
active members fell under the «watchful eye» of the NKDB (UMDB) administration
in the Lviv region. Since the connections of this community were international, the
state security authorities involved in this case a recruited agent «Lev» who enjoyed
their unlimited trust and had serious personal contacts with the leadership of the
Joint Cociety in Tehran and the United States. Authorities also attracted the agent
«Strunovich» and others [[JA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 41].

The NKDB (UMDB) administration in the Vinnytsia region focused its attention on
one of the local rabbis who lived in the city of Mohyliv-Podilsky during the German
occupation and maintained links with Bronshtein, the resident of Bucharest, from
whom he received money and things, which were transmitted by virtuous man
Sharaga [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 41]. The Fifth Division of
the Second Directorate of the NKDB (MDB) of the USSR was aware that the
representatives of the Istanbul Office of the Palestine Relief Society to the Jews
were trying to establish contacts with this rabbi. The NKDB (MDB) of the USSR
tried to establish these connections for the disclosure of an organized underground
Jewish movement and to find out sources of its support abroad [[OA CBY. ®. 16.
On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 42].

The NKDB (MDB) of the USSR was working for ending the activities of Jewish
religious communities and fighting anti-Soviet and nationalist sentiments in their
surroundings. The NKDB was expanding the network of agents and identifying
their links with foreign intelligence, primarily English [[OA CBY. ®. 16. On. 7. Cnp.
4. T. 5. Apk. 43].

Atthattime, the NKDB (MDB) of the USSR knew that most of the Jewish religious
communities of the Ukrainian SSR were trying to establish not only the connection
from abroad, but also to strengthen it within the republic. They were looking for
ways to cooperate with the community of Kyiv, considering it to be the leading
center of Jewish religious communities. Instead, the leadership of the Kyiv Jewish
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religious community was making efforts to cooperate with similar communities in
the cities of Kharkiv and Moscow [I[IA CBY. . 16. On. 7. Cnp. 4. T. 5. Apk. 42].

In May 1948, in some cities of Ukraine Jews staged solemn worship because
of the establishment of the state of Israel. During the worship there was a funeral
prayer for the Jews who died in the Eretz-Israel. The apparatus of the authorized
Council for Cults under the Council of Ministers of the Ukrainian SSR considered
«the organization of special prayer meetings on the establishment of the state
of Israel as a kind of rallies organized by a nationalist element». According to
the secret informants, the initiator of the celebrations was the activity of the Lviv
religious community. In particular, at the end of May 1948 a public lecture «Events in
Palestine» took place in Lviv; among the most typical questions of the students were
the following: «ls it possible to emigrate from the USSR? Will Soviet citizens of Jewish
nationality emigrate into the state of Israel for a joint struggle for the consolidation of
democracy and peace? Will the Jewish Legion in the USSR be organized? Is there
a real possibility of organizing military aid to the Jewish people of Israel and what is
being done for this in the world and in the USSR?» and other [YkpaunHal.

In the end of 1948, Jewish religious communities in Ukraine began to receive
letters from the Israel diplomatic mission in Moscow, which covered the international
and internal situation of Israel, mass repatriation, support of Jews in many countries
of the struggle of the Jewish state for independence. Jews were spontaneously
gathering in many places, for example, in the apartment of Rabbi Shenkar in the
city of Lviv. They were hotly discussing the prospects of national life. Attempts to
organize donations in favor of Israel were made in the cities of Lviv and Chernihiv.
All this caused the sharp discontent of Soviet authorities, the expression of which
was the strengthening of repression [Hikonbcbkuii, 2003].

CONCLUSIONS. Thus, despite the prohibition of NKDB (MDB), persecution
and restriction of the functioning, the anti-Soviet activities of Jewish religious
communities in the conditions of Soviet Ukraine of the postwar period were based
on a combination of religious and national aspects, advocacy of the original culture
of the Jewish people, the involvement of both internal and external influences in
the struggle against the Soviet ideological system.

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METHODOLOGICAL PROBLEMS
OF RESEARCHING THE PRESIDENTIAL
INSTITUTE: THE EXPERIENCE OF WESTERN
SCIENTISTS IN THE BREAK
OF THE CENTURY

Abstract. One of the leading institutions of state power in the world is the
institution of the presidency. The history of its study goes back decades (in Europe,
Asia, LatinAmerica), and even centuries (for example, in the USA). The attention of
researchers to the specifics of the functioning of the presidency became especially
relevant with the collapse of the USSR, Yugoslavia, and Czechoslovakia and the
emergence of new states, many of which became presidents.

The article, based on the methods of selection, comparison (of cross-national
and cross-temporal studies of scientists) and generalization of the results of the
study of individual cases of the functioning of the presidency institute (presented
in the English-language literature), analyzes the development of the logic of its
research, as well as directions for expanding the subject field of scientific analysis;
methodological approaches, specific method sused by Western researchers of
the presidential institute are singled out; a number of issues have been clarified,
without studying which there will be a lack of understanding of the essence of the
institute and its development prospects, including in Ukraine.

It is established that:

e despite the long history of the institution of the presidency (in particular, in
the USA) and the constant attention of researchers to it, only in the second half of
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the 20th century did a peculiar break through in the study of the presidency take
place. One of the dominantev idences of this was the appearance of the work of
R. Neustadt, the feature of which was the analysis of the presidency from a new
angle (with posing new questions using new research methods and the emergence
of new evaluation accents regarding the effectiveness of presidential decisions);

e at the end of the 20th — at the beginning of the 21st century. There was a
significant expansion not only of the subject field of research on the institution
of the presidency (including duet othe in creased attention of scientists to the
study of semi-presidential forms of government), but also the development of the
theoretical and methodological basis of the analysis (based on neo-institutionalis
mand, above all, on the theory of rational choice, streng thening research interest
in the application of empirical institutionalism, etc.); in the end, a kind of analytical
«going beyond the borders of the West» took place: studies devoted to the study
of presidential regimes outside «old Europe» and the USA (inparticular, in Ukraine)
began to appear;

eamong the problematic issues of the analysis of the institution of the
presidency, which will require the intellectual effort of researchers in the future,
there are those related to the instability of analytical definitions (for example, «semi-
presidency», «semi-presidential form of government», etc.), with the absence of
generally accepted algorithms (strategies) research and «measurement» of the
effectiveness of the institute, with an excellent (to date) depth of analysis of the
presidency invarious countries (outside of Western Europe and the USA).

Keywords: Institute of the presidency, semi-presidency, theoretical and
methodological problems.

The research methodology is
based on the principles of historicism, objectivity, comprehensiveness, integrity,
systematicity, and methods of analysis and synthesis, historical-genetic, historical-
comparative, historical-typological, problem-chronological. The scientific novelty
lies in the fact that the author shows the connection between the activities of youth
organizations and the implementation of the tasks of spreading and establishing
centers of the national liberation movement by the Main Branch of the OUN.
A number of archival sources and scientific intelligence testify to the active
participation of young people in the struggle for independence and sovereignty
of Ukraine. This can be clearly observed in the history of Ukraine starting from
the Battle of Kruty and in the modern Russian-Ukrainian war. The article proves
the importance of the functioning of youth organizations and the specifics of their
activities and tasks. From the above, we can conclude that the youth played an
important role in the struggle, development and functioning of the OUN, and at the
same time strengthened the Ukrainian spirit and in the future was able to keep the
desire to fight in their families and pass on the idea of Ukraine’s independence to
the future generation.

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THE MAIN STAGES BETWEEN UKRAINE
AND NATO COOPERATION (1991-2021)

Annotation. The article analyzes the main stages of cooperation between
Ukraine and NATO from the simplest forms to the enhanced cooperation of
Euro-Atlantic integration, followed the evolution of reaching the level of strategic
partnership, taking into account the challenges and demands of the modern world
order. The study of Ukraine’s cooperation with the North Atlantic Alliance is based
on the principles of historicism, objectivity and systematic research. The work
methodology also includes a complex of scientific approaches, general scientific
methods and special historical methods. The main events from the establishment of
close contacts between the top military and political leadership of Ukraine and the
Alliance are systematically highlighted, the events where issues of mutual interest
to both NATO and Ukraine were discussed. The article offers the author’s vision
of the main stages of cooperation between Ukraine and NATO, the main trends of
the complex transition from cooperation to strategic partnership, the dynamics of
priorities and prospects in the conditions of modern challenges and risks facing
Ukraine on its way to NATO membership. It has been proven that Ukraine’s
cooperation with the North Atlantic Treaty Organization is an important component
of the new European security architecture.

The ultimate goal of our state is victory in the war started by Russia
and joining the North Atlantic Alliance, European integration and strengthening of
security. The historical discourse of Ukraine—NATO relations in 1991-2021 is an
important component of the overall historical process of Euro-Atlantic integration
in modern conditions.

JAN MARCELI GUTKOWSKI DEFENDER
OF THE FAITH AGAINST TSARISM

Annotation. The profile of the bishop of the diocese of Janéw or Podlasie, Jan
Marcel Gutkowski, who was in southern Podlasie in the years 1826-1840 during
the period of the Kingdom of Poland, has a unique dimension of the symbolic fight
against tsarism. A special figure recognized during his ministry as a «pillar of the
Polish Church» clashed with the restrictions on professing the Catholic faith in the
area to which Tsarist Russia claimed rights. During his priestly ministry, Jan Marceli
Gutkowski was a military chaplain and even the chief chaplain of the Polish Army
during the period of the Duchy of Warsaw until 1925.

In his episcopal ministry, he strived for a proper understanding of the sacrament
of marriage, defended the proclamation of the Word of God in the Kingdom of
Poland, also by priests of the Greek-Catholic denomination. Such an attitude of a
courageous priest contributed to difficulties on the part of tsarist officials, who from
the level of the county and province hindered the proper functioning of the diocese.
As a result of complaints to the Vatican, Bishop Gutkowski was expelled from the
diocese by the tsarist authorities and sent to Ozieran. After the decision of Pope
Gregory XVI, he was appointed titular archbishop of Marcianopolitan and sent his
fate to Lviv in Ukraine, where he was buried in the Lychakiv cemetery. It can be
said that this is an interesting figure also for today»s times.

Taka postawa odwaznego
kaptana przyczynita sie do trudnosci ze strony urzednikéw carskich, ktorzy od
poziomu powiatu i wojewodztwa utrudniali funkcjonowanie prawidtowe diecezji.
W wyniku skarg do Watykanu biskup Gutkowski zostat wydalony z diecezji przez
wiadze carskie i skierowany do Ozieran. Po decyzji papieza Grzegorza XV| zostat
mianowany tytularnym arcybiskupem marcjanopolitanskim i swoje losy skierowat
do Lwowa w Ukrainie, gdzie zostat pochowany na cmentarzu tyczakowskim.

The article aims to show the profile of one of the bishops of Podlasie in office in
the years 1826-1840 in the perspective of the fight for the faith during the influence
of tsarist rule in the Kingdom of Poland.

Research methodology, is based on the historiographic method through
access to sources in such archives as the Vatican Archives, the Archive of Old
Records in Warsaw, and the Diocesan Archives in Siedlce. The work also uses the
method of analysis, induction and comparative method.

A scientific novelty is to show the figure of the bishop who served as the chief
chaplain of the Polish Army during the period of the Duchy of Warsaw until 1825,
which shows a broad research perspective also in the aspect of building military

pastoral ministry. Bishop Gutkowski’s attitude towards tsarism in retrospect points
to the right direction of the contemporary situation in Ukraine, which indicates
Russia’s constant desire to dominate the territories of Central and Eastern Europe.

Applications. Maintaining a united front in maintaining the unity of faith, culture
and national identity shows the contemporary geopolitical situation, as is the case
in the central and eastern part of Europe. Thanks to the research process and
analysis of the pastoral attitude of priests, bishops, including military chaplains, it is
possible to ensure proper morale in dealing with contemporary threats to national
security.

Presentation of the main material:

In order to understand the history of the publications shown in the content, it
is worth presenting the fact of the administrative division of the diocese, which
changes were caused by the creation of the Kingdom of Poland during the partitions
in Poland. In connection with the new administrative division in the country and
through the decisions of the Holy See, a new organizational structure of the
Catholic Church in Poland was created.

Documents from the early nineteenth century, such as the Bull Quemadmodum
Romanorum Pontyficum of Pope Pius VII of 23 September 1805 and the Decree
Universi Christi Ovilis, which formed a new territorial division of the diocese in the
country, should be mentioned here [Bylina, 2017, p. 9-29; Zachajkiewicz, 2000].
The decisive document was the bull of Pius VII Ex imposita nobis 30 VI 1818
r., which erected a new diocese of Janow, i.e. Podlasie with its capital in Janow
Podlaski [Archivio Segreto Vaticano, Archivio Vaticano Sale Sisto V, XXXI D 15,
Bullarii Romani continuatio Romae 1853, Bulla Ex imposita nobis z 30 VI 1818 ., t.
XV, Par. 1, p. 17, s. 61-68]. In its subordinateity, the diocese of Janéw or Podlasie
was subordinate to the Metropolis of Warsaw.

The first bishop of the diocese of Janéw or Podlasie was Fr. Feliks tukasz
in Levino Lewinhski, the former suffragan of Wioctawek [Bylina, 2017, p. 31-44;
Kasabuta, 2004, s. 902-903]. The second bishop of Podlasie was the Dominican
Father Jan Marceli de Gutkowo Gutkowski.

Jan Gutkowski’s youth and the path to the priesthood and chaplaincy

Jan Marceli de Gutkowo Gutkowski as the son of Ludwik and Marianna née
Czachorowski was born on May 27, 1776 in the village of Witkowo Pawlaki parish
Racigz near Ciechandw in the diocese of Ptock. Baptized on May 27, 1776,
as evidenced even by a certificate from the Vatican Archives [Archivio Segreto
Vaticano, Archivio Concistoriale, Acta Camerarii 54 f. 620, Extractum ec Libru
Metrices Baptisatorum Ecclesiae Parochialis Raciazensis, Villa Vawlaki 1776, Dat
in Racigz in 30 Aprilis 1[?7?]7.].

Initially, he studied in Ptock, then as a 16-year-old he joined the national cavalry.
After a few years, he joined the Dominican Order in Ptock, where he received the
monastic name marceli. He finished his seminary studies in Warsaw, in 1799 he
was ordained a priest and until the dissolution of the Order in Ptock he was its prior
until 1804. His next places of residence are Gdansk and Wroctaw [Bibliotheca
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Apostolica Vaticana. Processus Consistoriales, vol. 224, k. 116, 120; Zywczyhski,
1960-1961, p. 180].

During the times of the Duchy of Warsaw, Jan Marceli Gutkowski became a
chaplain in the Vistula Legion from 1806, and a year later he became the chief
chaplain of the Polish Army. He participated in the Napoleonic campaign, was
in Germany, France, Spain and Russia, where in the battles of Berezina he was
taken prisoner until 1815. Released by Tsar Alexander |, he became chaplain of the
mounted guard and military dean on 9 December 1815. On February 22, 1816, he
became the chief chaplain of the Polish Army until 1825 [Zywczynski, 1958, p. 129].

In the meantime, he held the office of parish priest in Orszymdéw near Ptock in
1817, in the same year he was a scholastic prelate of the Ptock cathedral chapter,
and a parish priest of the collegiate church of Zamos¢, chaplain of the Canonical
Sisters, in the church of St. Anthony. In 1819 he received the title of doctor honoris
causa of theology awarded by the Jagiellonian University in Krakow. In 1820 he
became Prelate Archdeacon of the Metropolitan Chapter of Warsaw [Diocesan
Archives of Siedlce, Akta osobiste ks. bp Gutkowski Jan Marceli, zaczete 12. 1818-
zakonczone 16. 05. 1840,Nominacja ks. Marcelego Gutkowskiego i ks. Edwarda
Czarneckiego z dnia 16 grudnia 1820 r., Lit. G. Dziat Il , Nr 19, t. | .].

The period of bishopric in the diocese of Janéw or Podlasie

On July 3, 1826, Monsignor Jan Marceli Gutkowski was appointed bishop of
the diocese of Janéw or Podlasie by Pope Leo XlII [Archivio Segreto Vaticano,
Archivio Concistoriale, luramenta fidelitatis et professionis fidei, Testimonium
super Consecratione in Episcopum Podlachiensem lllustrissimi ac Reverendissimi
Joanni Marcelli Gutkowski, 7/18 f. 215]. Episcopal ordination took place in Warsaw
on 1 October 1826 by the Archbishop of Warsaw Wojciech Skarszewski, bishop of
Augustéw Mikotaj Jan Manugiewicz and suffragan of Podlasie Franciszek Ignacy
Lewinski [Archivio Segreto Vaticano, Archivio Concistoriale, luramenta fidelitatis et
professionis fidei, Obedientissimus Filius et humillimus Servus Joannes Marcellus
Gutkowski, Episcopus Podlachiensis. Varsavia Die 1 Mensis Octobris 1826 anno,
7/18 f. 214].

During his service in the diecejzi he also held the office of senator of the Kingdom
of Poland, a member of the Sejm Court of the Congress Kingdom (1928). He treated
the time of the November Uprising as excessive bloodshed, although he did not
defend the entry of his seminarians into the insurgent fight [Sokotowski, 2013, p.
35]. After the end of the insurgent fights, the bishop took up pastoral ministry in
the diocese. He conducted frequent canonical visits to the parish, strived for the
reform of the clergy. He personally examined priests. «He embarrassed laziness,
rewarded virtue, the people worshiped their shepherd, the clergy revered their
bishop» [Podreczna Encyklopedia Koscielna, t. 13-14, Warszawa 1907, p. 26].
After conducting a survey among parish priests, the bishop appointed patrons in
the Diocese of Podlasie, who were saints to the Apostle Simon and Jude Thaddeus.
The decision was approved by the Holy See in 1830.
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In his pastoral ministry, he strongly opposed the pressure of tsarism on doctrinal
issues. He had his own opinion on mixed marriages and opposed the government’s
order to educate children from mixed marriages in religious terms in the Orthodox
spirit. He also supported the pastoral activity of Greek Catholics, who were hindered
in their activities in terms of religious service. For his zealous attitude towards
tsarism, Bishop Gutkowski was deprived of his salary, which was due to the State
Treasury. Numerous investigations were conducted against the bishop. Provincial
and district authorities hindered the functioning of the diocese, as well as it turned
out that the bishop’s chaplain was a Russian spy [Jarmoch, Bylina, 2018, p. 42].

Bishop Gutkowski wrote to Pope Gregory XVI about all the difficulties, in
response he received consolation and assurance of support from the Holy See
[Boudon, no year, p, 272].

Exiled from the country, he went to Lviv

For his unbending attitude, also for the Greek-Catholic clergy, at the beginning
of April 1840, Bishop Gutkowski, on the orders of Tsar Nicholas |, was forcibly
deported to Ozieran in the Mogilev Governorate (today’s Belarus) to a wooden
monastery of Lateran canons. A special commission was formed, headed by
General Read, who on the night of 28 to 29 April 1840 broke into the bishop’s
residence, surrounded by hussars in Janéw and at four o’clock in the morning,
were transported by ambulance to Brest-Litovsk, where he spent the first
night [Archive of Old Records in Warsaw, Odpis z Akt Kancelarii Namiestnika
Nr 2270. p. 83-86].

Before leaving Janéw, Bishop Gutkowski said to his household members: «Tell
everyone that the clergy and this diocese of my faithful children, wherever God
places me, and as long as | live, will be the object of my fervent prayers and
remembrance. Be healthy and faithful to God and to the Holy Church. Goodbye
to you! Pray for me» [Mtynarski, 1970, p. 128]. Regarding the imprisonment of the
bishop, the Holy See began negotiations with the Russian government in order to
release the bishop. Pope Gregory XVI, bearing in mind the good of the Church,
asked the bishop to renounce the bishopric of Podlasie. On April 7, 1841, the
Pope wrote a letter from the bishop. Due to the non-acceptance of the letter by
the Russian Government, it was not served until May 16, 1842. Bishop Gutkowski
complied with the pope’s advice and on May 19, 1842, voluntarily renounced the
bishopric. As a result, he was released from exile and left Ozieran for Lviv. The
bishop lived in the monastery of the Franciscan Fathers in Lviv. He used the title
of Bishop of Podlasie until 1856 [Handy Church Encyclopedia, 1907, p. 26]. On
18 September 1856 he was appointed titular archbishop of Marcianopolita. This
is evidenced by a document in the Vatican Archives [Archivio Segreto Vaticano,
Archivio Concistoriale, Acta Camerarii, Archiepiscopalis Ecclesia Martianopolitan
in partibus infidelium, 60 f. 416].

Bishop Jan Marceli Gutkowski died on 3 October 1863 after a three-month
illness. It was referred fo column, a pillar of the Polish Church [Przeglad katolicki,
1863, s. 669]. The funeral of Archbishop Gutkowski was celebrated very solemnly.
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The body was buried in the Lychakiv Cemetery in Lviv, on the main avenue (field 4)
[Sokotowski, 2013, p. 36]. This circumstance prompted me to bring closer the figure
who, in his pastoral zeal as, among others, the chief chaplain of the Polish Army
and a zealous pastor of the diocese, often opposed the invaders who interfered
in the history of the Polish community in the area of today’s Southern Podlasie.
Efforts are being made to bring the body of the bishop into the diocese.
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CULTURAL HERITAGE PRESERVATION
AS A COMPONENT OF CULTURAL POLICY:
A GLOBAL VIEW

Abstract. Ukraine’s ratification of the most authoritative UNESCO and Council
of Europe Conventions draws attention to issues of cultural heritage protection
implementation of their provisions in the state’s monument protection practice. In
Ukraine, there is a lack of understanding of the social mission of culture, a poorly
developed non-state sector, institutions of criticism, curatorship, and a low level
of communication between environments; the management function is limited to
the distribution of resources, there are no legal definitions related to the sphere
of culture; there is a shortage of competent professional managers of culture, as
well as relevant educational programs that would educate an active consumer of
a cultural product.

The purpose of the study is to study international experience in improving the
national cultural policy in the field of cultural heritage protection, as well as to
determine the level of compliance of the monument protection system of Ukraine
with international standards in the context of European integration processes.

The study examines the management system of cultural heritage objects in
the context of national legislation in the culture and aspirations of the Ukrainian
state to meet the requirements of European regulations. The critical problem of
the modern national system of management of historical immovable objects of
cultural heritage is determined to be large-scale Russian aggression, which is a
gross violation of international law and an attack on human rights and fundamental
values and principles of the EU. This war of mentalities sharpened attention to
cultural policy and European values and identified Ukraine’s weak points in this
area. Therefore, close cooperation with UNESCO and the help of partners from
European countries are becoming urgent. For the Ukrainian state, it is essential to
form a single national cultural space as the basis of social consolidation, as part of
the European cultural space, the affirmation of European democratic values, the
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effective use in the interests of society of the creative potential of Ukrainian artists,
and the preservation of the national historical and cultural heritage. It is essential to
understand “European standards” in the cultural sphere, their implementation in the
Ukrainian humanitarian space, the unity of the intercultural diversity of Ukrainian
regions, and the reconciliation of their vision of Ukraine’s past and future.

Relevance of the research topic. Ukraine’s ratification of the most authoritative
UNESCO and Council of Europe Conventions draws attention to issues of cultural
heritage protection implementation of their provisions in the state’s monument
protection practice. Considering the fact that in the program documents of UNESCO
(for example, Agenda 21 [Adgenda 21]) and other international organizations,
culture is regarded as the «fourth element of sustainable development». The
modernization of cultural policy and cultural practices should play a decisive role in
the modernization of Ukraine, mainly through the rethinking and transformation of
values. Ukraine needs to establish an understanding of the economic dimension of
culture. This applies to all groups of interested parties, including state authorities
and local governments. Culture is perceived mainly as a sphere of entertainment,
considered socially insignificant and insignificant. In Ukraine, there is a lack of
understanding of the social mission of culture, a poorly developed non-state sector,
institutions of criticism, curatorship, and a low level of communication between
environments; the management function is limited to the distribution of resources,
there are no legal definitions related to the sphere of culture; there is a shortage
of competent professional managers of culture, as well as relevant educational
programs that would educate an active consumer of a cultural product. At the same
time, to improve European integration processes in Ukraine and transnational
cooperation regarding adaptation to European standards in cultural policy, it is
necessary to solve the task of establishing communication between culture and
education, which are mutually complementary spheres. Through culture, new skills
and competencies are developed, the worldview is expanded, and it allows you to
look at familiar things from a new angle. Educational and cultural institutions should
establish a system of cooperation, joint projects and actively exchange experience.
Implementing a participatory model of governance in culture is crucial, which will
work on the basis of open access and contribute to the sustainability of the cultural
sector. Cultivating a responsible attitude to cultural heritage is vital to encourage
its rethinking. The war leads to the strengthening of destructive tendencies in
all spheres of life. Given this, it is crucial to consolidate the role of culture as a
factor of understanding in society, to strengthen the level of cultural competence of
Ukrainian citizens, and to ensure the proper preservation of cultural heritage.
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According to V. Sheyko, director of the Ukrainian Institute, 550 monuments of
our country’s cultural heritage were damaged during the large-scale Russian-
Ukrainian war. In certain regions, even before the war, only about 30% of facilities
were in satisfactory condition, and every tenth facility was in an emergency. The
success of Ukraine’s integration into the European community depends on many
factors, including the harmonization of national norms and rules with European
and international requirements, including in the field of cultural heritage protection.
Historical and cultural heritage is an essential resource for the strategic development of
the state, an integral component of the culture of human civilization, which determines
Ukraine’s responsibility for its preservation. As of today, two tasks are necessary for
Ukraine in the focus of cultural diplomacy — to establish its presence in the world
through culture and to purify and separate itself from Russian «methodological
recommendations» regarding the historical path, the specifics of the cultural identity
of Ukrainians, the Ukrainianness of its heritage. In the conditions of the Russian-
Ukrainian war, the need to determine the state of protection of monuments in Ukraine
is of particular importance, which is accompanied by the processes of reforming
the state management system of the industry, as well as the growing role of the
state in the formation and implementation of international relations during integration
into international organizations in the specified field; an analysis of achievements,
mistakes and miscalculations in state policy and their consequences on the state
of preservation of monuments are needed; study of international experience and
prospects for expanding international cooperation in this field.

The state of development of the problem. The problems of cultural heritage
were dealt with by researchers Akulenko V.I. [AkyneHko, 2016], Kopievska O.
[Koniescbka, 2005], Sarakun L. [CapakyH, 2016], Chukut S. [UykyT, 2000], Filina
T. [®iniHa]. Andres G. O. dedicated her dissertation study [AHgpeac, 2009] to the
protection of the cultural heritage of Ukraine in the context of European integration
processes. The protection of cultural values is considered in the writings of
Poplavska M. [Monnasckka, 2022], and Chorna N. [MopHa, 2021a; YopHa, 2021b].
However, many issues remain unresolved, especially given the challenges of today.

The purpose of our research is to study the international experience in
improving the national cultural policy in the field of cultural heritage protection, as
well as to determine the level of compliance of the monument protection system
of Ukraine with international standards in the conditions of European integration
processes and against the background of Russian aggression.

Presenting main material. The beginning of the XXI century in the European
Union is marked by increasing attention to issues of culture and cultural heritage
as powerful tools of intercultural dialogue and mutual enrichment of the culture of
the peoples of Europe, strengthening European identity.

Although it should be noted that the European Union was created primarily on
economic grounds, the principles of cultural cooperation were not a priority for it for
a long time. The tenets and principles of cultural development, which today we call
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«cultural policy» of the EU, were developed over a long period, and the European
Commission adopted the first plan of cultural activities only in 1977.

Today, culture is one of the critical factors in the interaction of EU member states,
which was primarily facilitated by the adoption of the Charter of Fundamental Rights
of the European Union and the Treaty of Lisbon. According to Art. 22 Charters, The
European Union respects cultural, religious and linguistic diversity.

The preamble to the Treaty on European Union emphasizes the importance of
the cultural, religious and humanistic heritage of Europe, from which the general
values of the inviolability and inalienability of individual rights, freedom, democracy,
equality and the rule of law have developed. According to Art. 167 of Chapter
XIII of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (amended former
Treaty establishing the European Community) confirms that the European Union
promotes the flourishing of the culture of the member states while respecting their
national and regional diversity and at the same time emphasizing the common
cultural heritage.

Let us emphasize that culture does not fall under the exclusive competence of
the EU. Member states must adhere to the principles, norms, and standards of
management in the field of culture defined by European legal acts. The provisions
of the Lisbon Treaty envisage an intergovernmental approach in the area of cultural
policy, the autonomy of participating states in its implementation, the dominant
role of national governments with additional functions from the EU, and legislative,
organizational and financial activities of its institutions.

Regarding European regional policy, issues of cultural development and cultural
heritage have been brought up to date since the signing of the Treaty on European
Union (Maastricht Treaty) by the leaders of the European Community in February
1992. Article 128 of the Maastricht Treaty (1992) empowers the EU in the field
of culture, stating that the community will contribute to the development of the
cultures of the member states, respecting their national and regional diversity and
taking care of the common European heritage [Jorosip]. Thus, Art Three states
that the Union respects the richness of its cultural and linguistic diversity and cares
for the preservation and development of the European cultural heritage [Treaty].

Until 2000, the cultural policy of the EU mainly revolved around short-term programs
in which the European Commission defined three key priorities: the European book,
artistic creativity, and cultural heritage. These are the programs — «Kaleidoscope»
(1996-1998) [Decision No 719/96/EC], which provided for the support of artistic
creativity, dissemination of knowledge about European culture, «Arian» (1997-
1999) [Decision No 2085/97/EC], aimed at expanding the cooperation of member
states in the book business and translation activities for the promotion of works
of literature, history of European peoples, «Raphael» (1997-2000) [Decision No
2228/97/EC], which was carried out to strengthen the preservation of European
cultural movable and immovable heritage (archives, library and museum collections,
archaeological land and underwater objects, architectural monuments and cultural
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landscapes), make citizens accessible to cultural heritage, educating them to be
careful with cultural monuments.

In May 2007, the European Commission proposed the «European Strategy for
the Development of Culture» based on three principles:

e Cultural diversity and intercultural dialogue

e Culture as a catalyst for creativity

e Culture as a critical component of international relations

This document became a summary of previous efforts to recognize a particular
mission in the life of a united Europe by culture and, at the same time, a new
impetus for its development. The purpose of the «Culture 2007-2013» Program
[Decision No 1855/2006/EC] is to increase the importance of a single cultural
space, which EU citizens should perceive based on shared cultural heritage and
broad and high-quality cultural cooperation between member states. The result of
the implementation of this program was the cooperation of thousands of cultural
organizations in the performance of European projects, including publishing and
translation projects. The «Creative Europe» program (2014—2020) [Regulation
(EU) No 1295/2013] is a framework program for the support and development of
the cultural, creative, and audiovisual sectors, the activities of which are based on
the creation of cultural values, works of art, and other forms of artistic creativity.

The cultural sphere of activity is proposed as a basis for the primary strategy of
integration of Armenia, Georgia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Moldova and Ukraine into the
European economic and political space. It is proposed to use the Western model of
cultural policy as a specific model and, starting from it, to work on the development
of own concepts of cultural policy, to implement the principle of EU subsidiarity,
which concerning the cultural sector looks like the EU policy in the field of culture
cannot replace the national cultural policy of states-members of the EU, but is only
its complement in matters of exchange and cooperation at the international level.
This idea was announced at the Congress of Culture of the Eastern Partnership,
held on October 21-23, 2011, in Lublin (Poland). In 2012, the Eastern Partnership
Program «Culture» was presented, the first cooperation program in the field of
culture between the European Union and six countries of the Eastern Partnership:
Azerbaijan, Belarus, Armenia, Georgia, Moldova and Ukraine. There was also a
presentation of 15 projects selected by the European Union as part of the Eastern
Partnership Program «Culture».

We want to emphasize that the declaration of 2018 as the «European Year of
Cultural Heritage» [Decision (EU) 2017/864] was aimed at coordinating the activities
of the member states regarding the comprehensive protection, preservation,
restoration, use and popularization of European cultural heritage as a strategic
resource for the sustainable development of the EU, strengthening cooperation in
countering illegal trade in cultural values, deliberate destruction of cultural objects
in war zones. A New European Agenda for Culture [A New European, 2018] in the
message of the Commission to the European Parliament, the European Council,
the Council, the European Economic and Social Committee and the Committee

of the Regions identified three strategic goals and corresponding actions in
the social, economic, and external dimensions for the future development and
strengthening of pan-European integration, activation of cooperation between
member states in the development of a coherent European cultural space. The
document emphasizes that the digital revolution enables new innovative forms of
artistic creativity, democratic access to culture and cultural heritage, and new ways
of using cultural content. Because of these realities, the Commission began to
develop a new strategy (Digital 4 Culture strategy) of the EU [Digital], in which it
is envisaged to submit proposals for copyright, further development of the audio-
visual sector and broadcasting within the framework of the Single Digital Market
Strategy and thus form the basis for future joint actions.

The Resolution on the EU Work Plan for Culture 2023-2026 focuses on four
priorities. Artists and cultural workers: expanding the opportunities of the cultural
and creative sectors; culture for people: increasing cultural participation and the
role of culture in society; culture for the planet: unleashing the power of culture;
culture for joint creative partnership: strengthening the cultural dimension of EU
external relations [Council]. Current European activity consists of the development
of adaptation measures to climate change, the energy crisis, to the influx of a
large number of refugees, which, in turn, actualizes the strengthening of European
identity and the involvement of the European cultural space in solving a wide range
of issues. The Resolution on the EU Work Plan for Culture 2023—-2026 also draws
attention to strengthening the cultural dimension of the EU’s external relations.
The EU defines cultural diversity and intercultural dialogue as necessary for the
promotion and protection of human rights: they promote mutual understanding,
help prevent and resolve conflicts, promote reconciliation, peace and international
stability, and any misuse of culture to spread war propaganda and disinformation
and incite hatred is incompatible with the fundamental values and principles of
the EU. Culture significantly contributes to sustainable development, economy
and social integration, strengthening territorial unity. Culture has the potential to
promote equality and mutual respect and to fight against all forms of violence,
discrimination, intolerance and prejudice.

The policy of citizens’ unity implemented by the European Commission
EU around cultural heritage with an appeal to the time-tested of fundamental
European values contributes to the preservation of cultural diversity, intercultural
dialogue, strengthening of social consolidation, and European identity, as well as
«a sense of belonging to be together and to be part of a cultural community» —
especially relevant factors in the conditions of the cultural, linguistic, ethnic and
religious diversity of European society. It is pretty evident that determined by the
EU institutions in the strategic goal of cooperation with member states is to create
a single cultural space — is becoming an actual embodiment.

Ukraine is hugely interested in European cultural policy as a source of valuable
experience; this is the path of integration into Europe in the context of the internal
development of the cultural sector. The cultural sphere of activity is the basis for the
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primary strategy of Ukraine’s integration into the European economic and political
space, the implementation of the Eastern Partnership Program «Culture» (2012),
which became the first cooperation program in the field of culture between the
European Union and six countries of the Eastern Partnership.

Ukraine faces the task of understanding its own cultural identity, as well as the
formation of a cultural policy that would meet the mentioned needs and correspond
to the main principles of the cultural policy of the EU as a whole and the countries
of Europe. Ukraine needs to choose a model of national cultural policy, considering
world experience and its traditions, the state of the economy, culture in general and
its branches, and international challenges facing the country, especially in times
of war.

In the context of the implementation of EU cultural policy, the issue of cultural
heritage is the focus of attention. In the world, an appropriate regulatory framework
for the preservation of cultural heritage has been formed. Cultural heritage is a
spiritual, cultural, economic and social potential of incomparable value. Along with
natural wealth, it is the basis of national self-respect and recognition by the world
community. The final resolution of the International Conference of Experts on the
Protection and Conservation of Monuments in 1931, which later became known
as the «Athens Charter», was the first international document that defined the
fundamental principles of the development of cultural heritage sites. This document
contributed to the development of a broad global movement, which, in particular,
was reflected in national papers, in the activities of the International Council of
Museums and UNESCO (UNESCO - United Nations Educational Scientific and
Cultural Organization), as well as in the creation by the latter organization of the
International Center for Research in the Field of Conservation and Restoration of
Cultural Heritage.

We note that the beginning of large-scale cultural cooperation of European
states under the auspices of the Council of Europe should be considered the
signing of the «European Cultural Convention» in Paris in 1954, which laid the
foundation for intergovernmental cooperation in the field of culture [EBponelicbka
kynetypHa]. All European states have signed the «European Cultural Convention».
In this document, the Council of Europe formulated the leading positions on the
protection and promotion of the development of European culture. The provisions
of the Convention concerned, first of all, social issues, such as guarantees of free
access to science, culture, education, and cultural heritage. It is worth emphasizing
that it is necessary not only to guarantee the transfer of cultural heritage to the next
generations but also to enrich this heritage to promote the democratic development
of society.

Over time, in connection with the emergence of several complex and diverse
problems, it became necessary to review the principles of the Athens Charter and
expand and strengthen their meaning in the new document. On May 1, 1964,
the «International Charter for the Conservation and Restoration of Monuments»
(«Venice Charter») became such a document. Article 1 of this document defines
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that the concept of a historical monument (object of cultural heritage) includes a
separate architectural work and an urban or rural environment with characteristic
civilizational features, a historical path of development, or is associated with
certain historical events. This concept applies to already outstanding landmarks
and more modest structures that may eventually have significant cultural value
[MixxHnapogHal.

The primary documents in the field of cultural heritage protection are the Council
of Europe Convention for the Protection of the Architectural Heritage of Europe
(Granada, 1985) [KoHBeHLUis Pagu €sponu], European Convention of the Council
of Europe for the Protection of the Archaeological Heritage (revised) [EBponelicbka
KoHBeHLUis npo oxopoHry] (Valletta, 1992), European Convention on Offenses against
Cultural Property (Delphi, 1985) [EBponencbka KoHBEHLiS Npo NpaBonoOpYLLEHHS],
European Landscape Convention (Florence, 2000) [EBponelicbka KoHBeHLUIS Npo
naHawadTun].

The documents of the Council of Europe are the basis for the legal protection of
monuments and are the most effective form of the European monument protection
policy.

A new stage in the development of the areas of protection of cultural values fell
at the beginning of the 21st century when UNESCO adopted the Convention «On
the Protection of Underwater Cultural Heritage» (2001) [KoHBeHLiA Npo OXOpOHY
nigsogHoi], the Convention on the Protection of Intangible Cultural Heritage (2003)
[KoHBeHUia npo oxopoHy HemaTepianbHoi] and Convention on the Protection and
Promotion of the Diversity of Cultural Expressions (2005) [KoHBeHLUjisi NpO OXOpOHY
i 3aoxo4eHHs], which outlines the guiding principles of museum law: protection of
cultural values, preservation and promotion of cultural diversity (Article 2).

This organization has a unique role; its documents have been ratified by the
most significant number of states and are fundamental for the development of the
monument protection industry. The activities of UNESCO are of great importance
for cultural cooperation and influence the development of legal norms of each of
the member states of the organization, and are also aimed at developing general
criteria for the identification of monuments and monument protection activities in
general. The expansion of international contacts in the protection of historical and
cultural values will undoubtedly contribute to the study of the world experience in
the protection of monuments, the development of relevant theoretical research,
and therefore will affect the solution of practical issues of the protection of national
cultural heritage.

Institutions such as the International Council for the Protection of Monuments
and Historic Sites (ICOMOS), the International Council of Museums (ICOM), and
the International Union of Architects (IAA) are also engaged in the development
of international standards and recommendations for the protection of monuments.

Modern European states tend to study the general policy for protecting the
cultural heritage of European organizations and implementing their instructions
in practical life, taking into account national characteristics. The formation of
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European monument protection practice takes place through the preservation
of architectural heritage; preservation of archaeological heritage; preservation of
movable heritage, preservation of intangible heritage.

Cultural heritage plays a vital role in preserving the past, forming the historical
memory and national consciousness of the people, public views and the position of
citizens. Preservation of cultural objects’ heritage, their popularization and careful
use, in light of the above, is one of the priority tasks of building an independent
Ukrainian state. The current Law of Ukraine, «On the Protection of Cultural
Heritage» regulates relations in the sphere of preservation, use, popularization and
state protection of objects of cultural heritage (monuments of history and culture)
of Ukraine. The action of the law is aimed at realizing the constitutional right of
everyone to access cultural values and the constitutional duty of everyone to take
care of the preservation of historical and cultural heritage, to protect historical
and cultural monuments, as well as to realize the rights of national minorities to
preserve and develop their cultural and national identity, protection, restoration and
preservation of the historical and cultural environment, protection and preservation
of sources of information about the birth and development of culture [3akoH].

The Sustainable Development Strategy «Ukraine — 2020» [CtparTeria] and
the Sustainable Development Goals of Ukraine for the period up to 2030 [Lini]
determine the role and place of cultural policy in sustainable development. At the
end of September 2019, the President of Ukraine signed the Decree «On the
Sustainable Development Goals of Ukraine for the period until 2030». The decree
supports the global development goals until 2030, announced by the UN General
Assembly, and adapted to Ukrainian specifics in the National Report «Sustainable
Development Goals: Ukraine». This report includes particular cultural development
issues in Goal 11, «Sustainable development of cities and communities». In
particular, we are talking about preserving cultural heritage, developing tourism,
recreation and local culture. In addition to the «Ukraine — 2020» Strategy, there
were attempts to develop more detailed documents to determine the country’s
sustainable development and meet the UN’s sustainable development goals.

The development of creative industries has become one of the priority goals
of the Long-term Strategy for the Development of Ukrainian Culture — Strategy
for Reforms [[JoBroctpokoBa cTpaTerisi po3BUTKY YKPaiHCbKOI KynbTypu — cTpaTerii
pedopwm], the Long-term Strategy for the Development of Ukrainian Culture until
2025 [JosrocTpokoBa cTpaTeris po3BUTKY YKpaiHCbKOI KynbTypu o 2025 poky].

Cultural heritage is destroyed due to natural factors, human economic activity,
illegal trade, archaeological excavations, state policy, etc. The issue of monument
registration is one of the most important in the day-to-day preservation of
monuments. Lists of monuments should be created at the state level and become
a source of objective information about the number of monuments under the state’s
care. This requirement of international structures should be considered one of the
main ones. State legislative control over any actions that may affect the state of
preservation and appearance of objects is necessary.
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As of now, there are 130,000 monuments of historical and cultural heritage in
Ukraine, of which 56,000 are monuments of history, 7 thousand — monuments
of monumental art, about 15 thousand — monuments of urban planning and
architecture.

Priority tasks for immovable objects of cultural heritage are preservation and
popularization due to their particular cultural or historical significance.

According to the current legislation, objects of cultural heritage are divided into
the following categories of historical and cultural significance:

- monuments of the cultural heritage of national importance — objects of the
historical, architectural, artistic, scientificand memorial value of particularimportance
for the history and culture of Ukraine, as well as objects of archaeological heritage;

- monuments of the cultural heritage of local (municipal) importance — objects
that have historical, architectural, artistic, scientific and memorial value, of particular
importance for the history and culture of the community [3akoH].

In 1995, the Ukrainian State Institute of Cultural Heritage was established under
the Ministry of Culture of Ukraine, whose mandate included practical solutions to
problems related to the study and protection of monuments, the development of
normative documents aimed at preserving and creating appropriate conditions
for the use of objects of cultural heritage [YkpaiHcbkuii]. The belonging of an
immovable monument of history and culture to the corresponding type and
category is determined when drawing up documents for the state registration
of monuments and entering information into the State Register of Immovable
Monuments of Ukraine. The register contains 12,044 items, of which 907 are
of national importance and 11,137 are of local importance. The most significant
number of monuments entered into the State Register of Immovable Monuments
of Ukraine are located in the Dnipropetrovsk region (20% of all monuments entered
into the Register), Crimea (12%), Odesa (11%), Kharkiv (10%) oblasts, Kyiv (11%).
As for the ratio of the number of monuments entered into the Register to the total
number of cultural heritage objects found on the territory of the corresponding
administrative-territorial unit (%), according to information published by the Ministry
of Culture and Information Policy of Ukraine, itis the highest in Kyiv —27%, in Odesa
(23%) and Dnipropetrovsk (17%) regions [KynesTypHa cnagwuHa; YopHa, 2021a).
Of approximately 130,000 monuments of Ukrainian cultural heritage, only 7% of
these monuments are entered in the State Register of Immovable Monuments of
Ukraine, and only 9% have approved protection zones [CTeHorpama). In addition,
on Ukraine’s territory, six historical and cultural heritage sites are included in the
UNESCO World Heritage List (0.65% of the total number of World Heritage sites in
the world). Moreover, in 2021, the Ukrainian Government proposed to add 17 more
objects to the UNESCO World Heritage List [KoHBeEHLisi Npo OXOpOHY BCECBITHLOI].

However, the system of managing immovable objects of cultural heritage in our
country only partially corresponds to the modern socio-economic context in which
monuments exist. An essential problem in the preservation of cultural heritage is
the reconciliation of interests related to its protection and interests related to the
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development of settlements and economic activities, particularly construction and
land use. Legislation in the field of monument protection is designed to create
a balance between these interests, in particular, the fundamental laws «On the
protection of cultural heritage» and «On the protection of archaeological heritage»,
a significant list of resolutions of the Verkhovna Rada of Ukraine, the CM of
Ukraine, decrees of the President of Ukraine, orders and orders of ministries and
departments, European conventions in the field of culture ratified by Ukraine.
Generally, the number of normative acts is sufficient, but individual provisions are
declarative, and there is no control over their implementation. Strategic priorities
that need improvement have been established: accounting and control over the
state of preservation of monuments; creation of a single multi-level system of state
structures with clearly defined powers; detailed regulation at the level of laws and
by-laws; taking into account the peculiarities of the historically formed monument
protection system; development of the infrastructure of research, design, and
restoration organizations; creation of a system of training, retraining and advanced
training of personnel; promotion and use of monuments for the development of
cultural tourism; consideration of cultural heritage preservation requirements
in urban and regional development plans; introduction of alternative sources of
financing; development of international cooperation, acceleration of the inclusion
of attractions on the UNESCO World Cultural and Natural Heritage List

The system of recording objects of cultural heritage could be better, as evidenced
by the inadmissible slowness of the formation of the State Register of Immovable
Monuments of Ukraine and the insufficiency of the information it contains. It is also
evident that without a practical, modern accounting system for these monuments,
there can be no question of the effectiveness of their preservation. The imperfection
of the accounting of cultural heritage objects prevents their presentation in
international information bases and popularization abroad, which would contribute
to increasing the tourism potential of Ukraine.

The concept of integrated protection is one of the most outstanding achievements
in the European heritage protection strategy. In order to ensure a high level of
protection of objects to prevent their destruction and destruction, the Council of
Europe, in its normative acts, formulated the requirement of the need to create, at
the national level, a system of state management, accounting and financing of the
monument protection business. Comprehensive protection should be implemented
in member countries’ policy (and Ukraine aims to acquire such a status) through
technical cooperation and consultation programs, as well as possible financial
support. It is necessary to involve relevant specialists in developing a protection
strategy, threat forecasting, emergency work, etc. It is necessary to develop
means of influence (financial, administrative, etc.), as well as legislative provisions
regarding the involvement of private initiative, analysis and possible redistribution
of budget funds, conditions of financial assistance, and sanctions for violation of
the conditions for the protection of monuments following national law.
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In addition, the policy of the Council of Europe defines the need for education
about heritage protection, especially for young people, starting from school and
universities. Research, cultural exchanges for European youth, the development
of cultural tourism and the creation of a network of tourist routes, which should
include the most outstanding sights, should be considered priorities in this direction
to strengthen mutual understanding and trust between the peoples of Europe. In
this context, Ukraine still needs to carry out more systematic work.

However, today, the critical problem of the modern national system of
management of historical immovable objects of cultural heritage remains the
Russian invasion and the active military actions associated with it. Russia’s war
against Ukraine clearly indicates the gradually changing geopolitical realities
and the misuse of culture and heritage to justify military aggression. Against this
background, cultural co-creation can reinforce and authentically communicate our
European values, including artistic freedoms and cultural rights, in many parts of
the world and thus help curb the influence of authoritarian systems.

Since the beginning of the 20th century, the world has adopted several documents
protecting cultural heritage during armed conflicts. The main one among them at
the moment is the «Convention for the Protection of Cultural Property in the Event
of Armed Conflict» (Hague 1954) [KoHseHuisi npo 3axucm], to which Russia is also
a signatory. States that have ratified this document on their territory undertake to
refrain from attacks on cultural values, their use for military purposes, and attempts
at robbery and destruction. Since the Russian aggressors do not care about any
conventions, preserving the rich cultural and historical heritage of Ukraine is one of
the most critical missions of Ukrainians in this war.

The Ministry of Culture and Information Policy is currently actively consulting
with UNESCO on how to properly and safely preserve objects during wartime and
on marking objects with the international Blue Shield sign, which confers enhanced
protection status. The destruction of such monuments is direct evidence of a
war crime against cultural heritage. In early March 2022, the Heritage Rescue
Headquarters was established, coordinated by UNESCO, the International Council
of Museums, ICCROM and other international organizations. Together with the
National Museum of the Revolution of Dignity, they created a «first aid» manual for
specialized institutions.

The importance of preserving monuments is understood all over the world, so
partners from European countries help Ukraine in this matter.

Thus, more than 40 Polish museum workers joined to create the Committee
to Help Ukrainian Museums. From them, our state received tons of necessary
materials for protecting and transporting monuments and continues to receive
valuable advice and consultations. In addition, Polish specialists personally come
to the region of Western Ukraine and help with their knowledge and experience.

Several German specialized organizations have joined Ukraine’s Network
for the Protection of Cultural Values. They research our current needs and pass
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on relevant information to local institutions that want to help preserve Ukrainian
heritage.

Finland also helps with packaging materials and means to ensure optimal
collection storage conditions.

The Federal Department of Culture of Switzerland allocated 750,000 francs for
the preservation of the cultural heritage of Ukraine. Moreover, the confederation
government financed the creation of a book fund in the Ukrainian language. In
addition, the International Alliance for the Protection of Cultural Heritage in Conflict
Zones, also located in Switzerland, allocated 2 million dollars to support small
museum institutions in Kyiv and Eastern Ukraine.

The website of the Network of European Museum Organizations has created a
separate online platform, Museums support Ukraine, which collects international
initiatives and grants aimed at preserving the cultural heritage of Ukraine in the
war, financial support, employment of Ukrainian specialists in the field, etc.

Large volumes of work in Ukraine and abroad are carried out in cyberspace.
Terabytes of necessary documents and data are digitized and sent to web archives
for storage. In particular, at the beginning of March 2022, such an archive Saving
Ukrainian Cultural Heritage Online was created in Austria, which collects data and
archives the websites of Ukrainian cultural organizations, museums, foundations
and libraries to ensure their restoration, if necessary.

Also, the Canadian UART initiative, together with local government institutions
and university partners, has prepared a secure repository for the preservation of
data (archival collections, field research, databases, oral histories, etc.).

UNESCO, together with the Danes from Blue Shield Danmark, initiated the
creation of the Backup Ukraine platform, where digital 3D copies of monuments
and important historical buildings of Ukraine are collected.

Everything possible is being done under these conditions to preserve the
heritage and pass it on to future generations. The requirements for the protection of
cultural heritage at the European level should be analyzed; it is necessary to study
the acquired European experience and, possibly, to review and adapt the national
principles of cultural heritage protection. As a result, some recommendations can
be formed to create qualitatively new conditions for the protection of the cultural
heritage of the Ukrainian state.

Conclusions. Consequently, the cultural policy in the context of the EU
expansion has acquired a systemic character based on the understanding of its
developers that culture is a critical component of the foundation of pan-European
integration. Cultural cooperation between the EU member states covered arelatively
wide range of areas: development of a general cultural policy; development of
European culture, support for the development of modern types of cultural and
artistic activities; production of cultural products competitive on the world market;
digital transformations associated with the introduction of the latest information
and communication technologies and online services; protection, preservation,
research, accessibility, updating of cultural heritage, its components — audiovisual
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and archival heritage; movement of cultural values within the EU; return of cultural
values illegally moved from the territory of the EU. Itis also appropriate to emphasize
the significant contribution of the European Commission to the strengthening
of European unity in the humanitarian sphere, development of science, culture,
preservation and updating of cultural values of archives, museums, and libraries
of «united Europe».

In the second half of the 20th century - at the beginning of the 21st century,
the problem of preserving cultural heritage came to the fore, the responsibility for
which is a priority of every state. UNESCO directs its activities to the formation
of directions for the protection of monuments at the world level. Normative acts
of international organizations affect the national legislation of member states. By
ratifying the conventions, states adhere to the basic principles of preserving cultural
heritage, forming at the national level a strategy for the protection of movable
and immovable monuments both during military operations and in peacetime,
regulating the processes of movement of cultural values, regulating the issue of
property rights to monuments and the need to preserve objects of universal value,
introducing requirements for the protection of underwater and intangible cultural
heritage.

The success of state formation, the prospects of European integration, and
the establishment of Ukraine as a full-fledged subject of the world community will
significantly depend on how successfully the Ukrainian state manages to solve the
issue of cultural heritage preservation and its popularization. There is a need for a
more significant commitment to change and intellectual dialogue that paves the way
for collaborative approaches in the spirit of the NEB, keeping in mind the future of
our planet and the common goal of sustainable development. Close coordination at
the EU level and the integration of culture in all relevant areas of the EU’s external
activities and the relevant financial instruments will be vital to strengthening the
role of culture in the EU’s external relations. At the same time, in the context of the
general problem of Ukraine’s involvement in the European humanitarian space,
it is essential to take into account the specifics of the European Union’s cultural
policy and Ukraine’s interests, which consist in creating conditions for revealing
the creative potential of each individual, forming a single national cultural space as
the basis of social consolidation, effective use of the creative potential of Ukrainian
artists in the interests of society, preservation of the national historical and cultural
heritage.

In the conditions of large-scale Russian aggression, which is a gross violation
of international law and an attack on human rights and the fundamental values
and principles of the EU against a candidate country for joining the EU, the rich
cultural life and heritage of Ukraine is under threat, and the war of mentalities
and worldviews has sharpened extreme attention to cultural policy, its European
values and identified the weak points of Ukraine in this area. For Ukraine, which
is struggling, it is essential to form a single national cultural space as the basis of
social consolidation, as part of the European cultural space, the establishment of
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European democratic values, the effective use in the interests of society of the
creative potential of Ukrainian artists, and the preservation of the national historical
and cultural heritage. It is essential to understand «European standards» in the
cultural sphere, their implementation in the Ukrainian humanitarian space, the
unity of the intercultural diversity of Ukrainian regions, and the reconciliation of
their vision of Ukraine’s past and future.

USE OF FORMATIVE ASSESSMENT
IN THE EDUCATIONAL PROCESS OF FUTURE
IT TEACHERS

Abstract. The article analyzes and substantiates the aspects of the formative
assessment use in the educational process of future informatics teachers, as the
reform of the educational paradigm and the modernization of higher education
determine the priority directions of its development, actualize scientific research on
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the use of formative assessment in the educational process of future specialists,
substantiate the personalized and student-centered training of students of higher
education, highlight the effective implementation of innovative methods and
didactic techniques, note the improvement of pedagogical approaches regarding
learning and assessment results. In order to effectively use the formative
assessment in the educational process of future informatics teachers, we believe
that the system of practical assessment should take into account the following:
flexible and formative assessment strategies in the context of adaptation to the
educational process, diagnosis of achievement at each of the stages of learning,
prevention of communication barriers with the team and conditions training,
availability of feedback for self-reflection, assimilation of necessary professional
competencies for acquisition of significant qualities by future specialists, and
development of creative potential. The method of formative assessment of future
computer science teachers’ educational achievements is considered as a dynamic
and structured system with interconnected components: target, cognitive-active,
reflective-creative, evaluation-resultative. The scientific novelty is that the main
aspects of formative assessment in the educational process of future informatics
teachers have been substantiated and indicated: acquisition by the students of
education of fundamental and systematic assimilation of thorough scientific and
practical knowledge; development of flexible multifaceted professional potential
and stable habits of creative activity; constant expansion of the practical focus on
the development of professional abilities; the use of innovative tools and methods
of professional development to assess and determine the achievement of goals at
each stage of the educational process; implementation of the educational process
in cooperation with the stakeholders of educational programs to improve the quality
of training of future specialists with the improvement of the positive dynamics of
indicators of the quality of higher education. Conclusions. The use of formative
assessment in the educational process of future informatics teachers provides
unbiased feedback, the implementation of an assessment strategy, allows students
to form personal cognitive experience and correct the educational process.

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CONTENT-SEMANTIC FIELD OF THE
CONCEPT «BLENDED LEARNING» AND
MODELS OF BLENDED LEARNING

Annotation. The COVID-19 pandemic and the war in Ukraine have revealed
the shortcomings of distance learning, which is why using it as a basic form of
learning in basic educational programs has become not entirely effective. The most
promising form of organizing the educational process in the conditions of its digital
transformation is mixed learning, which involves alternating online and face-to-face
learning formats. The content field and components of the concept of «blended
learning» are characterized. Through mixed learning, we understand educational
technology with mandatory components, which include contact classes of students
with teachers, distance classes containing online communication between the
teacher and students, and independent educational work of students, which is
effectively organized by teachers. Pedagogical aspects of mixed learning related to
its organization and implementation in an educational institution in the joint activity
of the teacher and students of education are considered. An analysis of existing
approaches to the selection and classification of blended learning models has
been carried out. The typology of mixed learning models, which are implemented
at different levels: the curriculum, the educational subject, the educational session,
and the out-of-class learning technology, are substantiated. It is noted that blended
learning models have their own name, and a certain internal integrity and mostly fit
into one or another scientific theory. Six models of blended learning are described,
which are widely presented by domestic scientists. The proposed typology is based
on the joint work of a network of experimental sites. The relationship between
the proposed typology of organizational and didactic models of blended learning
with other typologies and separate models presented in foreign and domestic
publications is shown. The problems of the typology of blended learning models
were elaborated and their systematic justification was carried out. A set of criteria
for delineating and considering one or another model of blended learning is singled
out. It was concluded that technological and pedagogical aspects are combined
in blended learning; the use of mixed models of education requires different
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approaches to the selection and development of educational content, educational
materials and their means; the presented typology of blended learning models is
an important component of the new digital didactics.

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APPLICATION OF QUEST TECHNOLOGIES
IN THE TRAINING OF HIGHER EDUCATION
ATTENDERS (FROM THE EXPERIENCE
OF LESYA UKRAINKA VOLYN NATIONAL
UNIVERSITY)

Annotation. The article examines the peculiarities of quest technologies
and justifies the expediency of their use in educational institutions. Thanks to a
constructive approach, quests are used in the organization of the educational
process in higher education. Quest technologies combine the ideas of the project
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method, problem-based and game-based learning, team interaction and the use of
information and communication technologies. Their use makes it possible to apply
new ways of developing educational content.

The article analyzes the experience of Lesya Ukrainka Volyn National University
regarding the use of questsin the training of students of the specialties 027 «Museum
studies, monument studies» and 029 «Information, library and archival case» was
analyzed. The possibilities of using traditional quest-excursions and webquests
in order to create conditions for practice- and resource-oriented training, which is
aimed at a holistic approach to the organization of the educational process, are
considered. The subjects of the cognitive activity are the participants of the quest,
for whom the ability to find a way (ways) to solve problem situations is important.

It has been established that quest technologies represent tasks with game
elements. The practice of organizing quests at the Lesya Ukrainka Volyn National
University confirms that during their implementation, various tasks are often
combined. This allows students to develop originative and creative abilities,
analytical thinking, the ability to work in a team and other competencies. It is
emphasized that the use of quest technologies in the training of higher education
students contributes to the formation of their motivation for educational and
cognitive activities.

The article describes the advantages of integrating individual online services
into the educational process. The practical implementation of webquests using the
LearningApps online service and the Kahoot digital service is shown.

It has been confirmed that the use of quest opportunities in higher education
institutions creates favorable conditions for self-education and development of
students and scientific and pedagogical workers. The development and solving
of various tasks during traditional or web quests forms in the participants of the
educational process the skills of cognitive activity, analyzing situations and solving
problematic questions, the ability to work in a team. The experience of conducting
quests for students of the specialties 027 «Museum studies, monument studies»
and 029 «Information, library and archival case» showed that quest technologies
have a didactic potential.

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WORLDVIEW-FORMING INFLUENCES
OF CHILDREN’S LITERATURE IN THE
CONDITIONS OF THE FULL-SCALE RUSSIAN
INVASION OF UKRAINE

Annotation. The study is devoted to book publishing for children in the conditions
of afull-scale Russian invasion of Ukraine. The work analyzes the worldview-forming
influences of literature about the war for younger readers. It was established that
the transformation of the educational landscape cannot be properly implemented
without strong children’s books. It was determined that publishers should be offered
such a product that can fit into the national information and communication space.
It has been proven that for the sake of effective transformations, the formation of
a worldview core in childhood, military-patriotic education and the book should
act as a single coordinated mechanism - this is the only way to launch worldview-
educational changes, the focus of which will be a children’s book. The author
traces the peculiarities of publishing books on the topic of war for children in the
modern stage. Problems related to communication with children about the war
were identified. Attention is paid to key books about the war for children, their
textual and illustrative material. Among the outlined issues is the way this topic is
presented by the authors of children’s works, the realism of the depicted events,
the focus on memories, and the appeal to fantasy plots. lllustrations are also
an important component of children’s book publishing, in particular books with
illustrations drawn by children, which, in turn, confirms their maturity and the need
to raise difficult topics about the state of the modern world. It has been proven
that children’s literature about war, especially in wartime, is an important factor
in information security. A Ukrainian studies analysis of children’s publications in
Ukraine on the topic of war was carried out. A comparison of illustrative material in
children’s books is made, as a kind of multimodal form of communication, where
text and images interact with each other, which is a means of forming the semantic
meaning of the book. Attention is focused on the importance of Ukrainian-language
content for children’s and adolescent literature.

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THERAPEUTIC PEDAGOGY VERSUS
SOCIAL WORK, THEIR INTERSECTION AND
CHARACTERISTICS

Abstract. In the presented paper, the author identifies and points out the basic
characteristics of theoretical, practical, but also scientific fields of medical pedagogy
and social work. It identifies the basic characteristics and positions of individual
practical branches in relation to other discip lines and analyzes both theoretical
and practical branches from the point of view of helping the client. The author also
analyzes basic social counseling, which social work uses not only to solve the
client’s problem situations, but also to use their own knowledge and experience for
the benefit of the client.
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Therapeutic pedagogy. The term therapeutic pedagogy was used for the first
time by pedagogues Georgens and Deinhardt in 1861, combining pedagogical,
social and medical activities. The medical and educational institution LEVANA,
founded in 1857, was mainly aimed at socially neglected children and children with
mental disabilities. The experts who worked in this facility complemented each
other in the care of clients and approached the health problem comprehensively
[Klein, Meinertz, Kausen, 2009].

«The concept of therapeutic pedagogy has often been criticized by the
professional public since its inception [M. Isserlin-1923, H. Asperger-1952,1968].
As a result of disputes, the founder of modern therapeutic pedagogy and its first
professor, Heinrich Hanselmann, proposed a new name special education in 1941.
Later, his student and follower P. Moorchanged it to special pedagogy» [Horfiakova,
1999].

These two authors were interested in man with his problems, in man in his
complexity, in real help [Klein, Meinertz, Kausen, 2009].

The term therapeutic pedagogy was used very often in European countries in
the first decades of the 20th century. «Treatment pedagogy remained in the minds
of experts and sought its application again in the post-war period. She remained
faithful to the traditional content, but also accepted current knowledge that was
related to the development of depth psychology, psychagogy, psychotherapy,
alternative education and other human sciences» [Horhakova, 1999].

The term therapeutic pedagogy was first introduced into Slovak literature in
1940, when Viliam Gano (1893-1966) published a publication entitled Introduction
to therapeutic pedagogy [Hordakova, 2007].

In the past, the following participated in the creation of the concept of therapeutic
pedagogy:

e remedial education — which in the past dealt with eliminating childhood bad
habits and educational mistakes;

e medicopedagogy — which developed in connection with the experience of
doctors, was characterized by aneffort to regulated is orders of organic life. «Help
me to do it myself!» — that was her basic credo [HorAakova, 2003];

e education for self-realization («Heilserziehung») — «was based on
theology (biblical anthropology) and value philosophy, which tried to prove the
objective validity of the highest values. This concept is considered to be the first
professionally elaborated treatment pedagogy» [Horfidakova, 2003].

In the 1970s, therapeutic pedagogy was violently politically suppressed and
liquidated, there fore it is not strange that the term therapeutic pedagogy is not
even mentioned in the special education dictionary from 1984. It was replaced by
the term etopedia in university studies, and only after 1990, when political changes
occurred, resumed its activity at the Department of Curative Pedagogy at the

Faculty of Education of the Comenius University in Bratislava. Current therapeutic
pedagogy does not want to focus only on behavioral disorders and children, there
for several names are used for this area: pedagogy of psychosocially disturbed,
pedagogy of children with behavioral disorders, pedagogy of emotionally and
socially disturbed [Skoviera, 2022].

Therefore, itis necessary for the therapeutic educator to create a healthy relation
ship with the client. The therapeutic pedagogue approaches clients with a human
approach, is considerate and willing to help.

Therapeutic pedagogy has always dealt with education and professional
assistance to people in difficult life situations. However, developmental disorders,
behavioral disorders and other difficulties did not become its subject, because these
can not occur separately from a specific person. And not even the possibilities of
help, because even those are provided to a specific person with a specific type of
problem. The center of her attention was always a person. Gradually, however, the
image of man changed, and thus the perception of his problems, and thus also the
very formulation of the goals of therapeutic pedagogy [Horfiakova, 2003]. Better
knowledge of the causes and consequences of disorders led to the specialization
of care and the development of various forms of assistance. The importance of
timely help, preventive activities and life long care connected with the importance
of adult education has increased [Hornakova, 2003].

«The subject of treatment pedagogy is not the problems themselves, but the
person with his problems and possibilities in the process of growth and maturation»
[Horfiakova, 2003]. The situation of each individualis always individual.

The position of therapeutic pedagogy in relation to other disciplines.
Contemporary therapeutic pedagogy is characterized as individual, interactive
and meaning-oriented pedagogy. The position of therapeutic pedagogy in relation
to general pedagogy is similar to that of social pedagogy. It is not aimed at a
particularage or problem group of people, but focuses on issues of socialization to
social environments and it simpact on the individual. Curative pedagogy focuses
on education that supports the development of a disad vantaged or endangered
individual, supports health. Her competences are based on the knowledge of
various scientific discip lines, from medical fields, from psychology, sociology. It
is not only about removing the difficulties of a person, but about finding a way to
manage and fight with these difficulties. The client receives many opportunities to
discover strategies for dealing with problematic situations [Horfiakova, 2003].

«The therapeutic pedagogue does not replace regular education, but
complements the educational efforts of others. It offers stimuli, experiences, options
from which the client can choose those that are relevant to him so that he canact
more maturely. At the center of the effort are not the services of professionals, but
the person himself, who actively cooperates in the change. In this sense, wespeak
of therapeutic pedagogy as integral pedagogy» [Horfakova, 2003].

Therapeutic pedagogy and medical fields. This relationship is determined
by the necessity of close cooperation, which is based on the knowledge that all
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somatic disorders and difficulties are reflected in the psyche and have an impact
on practical life and social relationships. Basic knowledge from medical fields
is a prerequisite for communication and cooperation with a doctor. The medical
pedagogue must have basic knowledge of pediatrics, developmental biology
and somatology [Horfdkova, 1999]. Pediatrics, neurology and psychotherapy
are the most important medical fields for a medical educator. From the point of
view of medical competence, it is necessary to mention that the knowledge of
neurosciences shows that the disease is not only a disorder of the body. Body
and soul are connected in such a way that they cannot beseparated. It is not
appropriate to call the healing process only the process of healing the body without
the process of healing mental difficulties [Klein, Meinertz, Kausen, 2009].

Therapeutic pedagogy and psychology. The subject of her interest is and
overlaps with the subject of interest in therapeutic pedagogy. Developmental
psychology is particularly important, because the knowledge of the laws
of development is the basis for compiling therapeutic pedagogy programs.
Equally important disciplines are personality psychology, clinical psychology,
psychodiagnostics, pathopsychology and psychotherapy, comparative psychology
and the like [Horfakova, 1999].

Therapeutic pedagogy and social work. The subject of social work is social
reality, specific social phenomena — problematic situations, social events and
problems of individuals, groups, communities in the process of their development,
solution and prevention [Tokarova, 2009]. A social pedagogue, a social worker or
a social curator must not be missing in therapeutic-pedagogical work teams. Many
times it is about helping to help yourself [Klein, Meinertz, Kausen, 2009].

Therapeutic pedagogy and legal sciences. Legal sciences determine
normative boundaries for human behavior and actions in society. As part of
the prevention of delinquency and criminalacts, the therapeutic pedagogue
participates in the investigation of the emergence of sociopathological phenomena,
in the implementation of preventive social integration and resocialization programs
[Hornakova, 1999].

Therapeutic pedagogy and art. Therapeutic pedagogy uses creative activities
to achieve therapeutic and educational goals, and there forevarious forms of artistic
expression are of great importance in it. In practice, this means the necessity of
excellent knowledge in one of the fields of art. For example, knowledge of musical
works, playing a musical instrument and the possibilities of their therapeuticuse.
Singing is also important [Horfiakova, 1999]. Creative and dramatic expression, skills
and knowledge in processing various materials, the use of psychomotor exercises,
relaxation and movement also belong to this artistic field [Horfiakova, 1999].

Social work as a theoretical and practical field. Paulik [2005] states that
social work is a complex phenomenon, representing a set of ideas, concepts,
approaches and activities that can beviewed from different points of view. This fact
of the diversity of views on social work makes any attempt to reflect and defineit
almost unrealistic. Therefore, according to the author, there is not hingelse left
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but to try to divide the subject of interest (albeitartificially, simplified and non-
categorically). He further claims that any definition of social work defines it from
a different point of view with different degrees of generalization and different
terminology. This causes at least a complication in the formulation of a clear and
generally accepted definition of social work, which is still not available today.

According to Healy [2005], the great variability of social work is caused by three
factors:

e the common knowledge base of social work is absent, the absence of acommon
scientific language and many terms used are specific to a certain institutional area;

e social work, in contrast to traditional disciplines, lacks a primary institutional
base;

e the range and variety of existing primary tasks of social work is great.

According to Levicka [2007], contemporary social work is characterized by
having:

e public character — it is available to everyone, the citizen knows about it sex
istence, perceives its presence despite the fact that it does not currently need the
help of a social worker;

e institutional form — guarantees the required level of services provided, so that
clients are not harmed;

e preventive nature —the center of gravity has moved from the level of subsequent
assistance to the level of prevention. Lesswell-known prevention in social work is
activity focused on the field of norm-making;

e plurality of resources — use of all available resources (individuals, non-profit
resources, state resources, transnational resources, etc.];

e closer elationship between theory and practice;

e subjective nature — focuses on solving subjective needs. Currently, the need
for an individual approach to the client is emphasized;

e changeable character — changes in social problems also change its focus.

Definition of social work by some theoreticians based on the history of the
establishment of the field:

Jane Addams [1860-1935] understood social work as a practical contribution to
solving social problems of suffering people, thein crease of which was caused by
poor living conditions in society. She promoted the demand that social work should
not be understood unilaterally, that is, that social work should not only deal with
the issues of «suffering of half of humanity», but that it should strive to equalize
socio-economic differences in society. Social work should strive for scientific
investigation:

e social problems;

e living conditions;

e social action, the result of which is social exclusion or extreme poverty, etc
[Brnula, 2019].

Alice Salomon [1872 — 1948], according to Hatar [2006], built her concept
of social work on the criticism of socialine qualities at the beginning of the 20th
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century. She held the opinion that the elementary task of social work is social
careaimed at protecting the poor. According to her, consciousness and behavior,
thinking and action in social work must be based on knowledge of a world in which
all people are equal and are treated equally. She included social care in the set of
practical sciences and considered the following problems to be her main areas of
scientific interest:

e rescues and classes;

e issues of welfare and social care;

e questions related to the goals, tasks and methods of socialcare [Brnula, 2019].

Innocent Arnost Blaha [1879 — 1960], according to Levicka [2007], characterized
social work as a corrective activity, the goal of which is to prevent the emergence of
social evil or eliminate is tingevil by strengthening and developing social positives.
Innocent Arnost Blaha [1965] literally wrote that the goal of social workers is
to «find out the conditions of social readjustment and rehabilitation in a certain
concrete situation» in a social case, while the material obtained by them would
benefit «corrective purposes».

In 2002, Jana Levicka defined social work in 2 levels:

eas a practical profession through which various forms of socialcare are
provided;

e as a theoretical level focused on the scientific knowledge of the causes and
possible solutions, the provision of socialcare, including the training of experts
[Brnula, 2019].

The goal of social work should be to work on improving the conditions of life
and its quality. Maria Husakovasays in 2008 that social work focuses on existing
obstacles, injustices and injustice in society, reacts to crisis situations and
urgentcases as well as to everyday personal and social problems. Its scoperanges
from primary psychosocial processes to involvement in social policy, planning and
development [Brnula, 2019].

Social counseling. Consulting, as a professional activity, began its function at
the beginning of the last century in Boston, America. In the beginning, it was aimed
at immigrants looking for employment, later it was extended to other spheres,
especially to the personal growth of youth. In the 1940s, counseling penetrated into
American education as well, which meant a significant development. Over all, there
was a need to get more involved in various areas of humanlife and thus motivate the
individual to obtain the necessary in formation in order to face the demands of social
life. Responding to changes in the social system is also required by the legislation
that was created at the beginning of the 90s of the last century. In these years,
a complex regulation of social systems begins to be formulated, namely the law on
state social support, pension insurance. An important landmark in Czechoslovakia
was in 1990, when the Czech and Slovak Association for Consulting was founded.
Subsequently, various counseling centers and organizations with a different focus
on social problems were created [Prusa, 2008].
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Counseling in social work is characterized as a specific professional interaction
between the counselor and his client, when the counselor uses his own knowledge
and experience for the benefit of the client. The basic form of this interaction is an
advisory interview. The task of a social worker in the role of a consultant is not to
provide the client with ready-made solutions, but to accompany him in clarifying
them.

Matousek [2013] states that counseling is now provided by all helping professions.
Counseling has been provided since time immemorial, when people turned to their
families, relatives and drew on the press or media. The result of such counseling
is to get answers to the questions we need to solve. Social counseling is divided
into basic and professional and is provided by state and non-state entities. Matel
[2019] describe counseling as a preventive process that allows clients to solve
their problems, it is counseling helping individuals who are disadvantaged and
this condition is long-term and couldlead to social exclusion and life discomfort.
Counseling supports the growth and development of the client and his better
application and orientation.

Drydenova [2008, p. 68] the definition reads: «Counseling takes place when
the counsel or receives the client in a private and discreet environment to explore
the difficulties the clientis experiencing, the mental discomfort he is experiencing,
or forexample his dissat is faction with life or loss of direction and meaning». It is
always at the request of the client, because under normal circumstances no one
can be sent to counseling».

Masten [2001] says that coping with a new difficulty can feel over whelming, but
with the right support system, the difficulty can be over come.

If | think about the possible definitions of social counseling, | identify most with
the statement of Bobek [2008], who points out that all social workers of social
services must be able to provide basic counseling. Counseling helps people solve
their complex social situations. The ways and methods of working with clients also
differ according to the targetgroup to which the consultancy is provided. It thus
helps to alleviate, reveal, explain and solve social problems, so that the solution
is permanent and leads to the normal social functioning of the individual. | agree
with this statement, all social workers must be able to provide their clients with
basic social counseling, or refer them to the right institution. | consider it absolutely
fundamental that the in formation becomes beneficial enough for the client and
leads to the solution of the problem so that the client can face the demands of the
social environment and it leads to balance. He calls this state social functioning.
Social functioning is a label for the interaction between the environment and
people. The term has been defined as the fulfilment of an individual’s role in
society, and the desirable state is that there should be a balance between them.
Social functioning is related to the satisfaction of humanneeds that are related to
functioning in society. The goalis to improve the individual’s social functioning and
focus on the conditions to protect the individual from problems. Just as it was in

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CHALLENGES OF THE INTERFERENCE
IN TEACHING FUTURE INTERPRETERS

Annotation. The article examines the problems that arise in the process of
learning foreign languages by future translators, in particular the phenomenon of
linguistic interference in oral and written speech.

The aim of the work is to identify the peculiarities of overcoming linguistic
interference in the process of teaching students by analyzing the causes of this
phenomenon and effective methods of avoiding it.

Based on the analysis of scientific works, it is established that interference can
be viewed from three different points of view: as a result of the interaction of two
or more systems, as a process of this interaction and as prerequisites for it. It
is emphasized that no languages interact by themselves as language systems,
i.e., interference occurs in a certain social group, and the preconditions for certain
processes and results of interference are largely determined by the properties of
the members of this group.

The authors used the methods of monitoring students studying English, German
and Ukrainian as foreign languages, as well as the analysis of informants involving
teachers of Ukrainian, German and English. Based on the results of observations
of foreign and Ukrainian students studying a foreign language, the phonetic
conditionality of phonological processes is established, which is manifested in the
absence of a difference between the sounds of the native and foreign languages -
possible errors are determined by the sensory and perceptual characteristics of the
speaker; and with an adequate perceptual assessment, correct realization may stop
working due to the influence of the properties of the articulation base of the native
language - errors are of a motor nature.

The article deals with orthographic, grammatical (morphological, syntactic and
punctuation),lexical, semantic, stylisticandintra-linguisticinterference. Orthographic

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interference is the negative influence of similar words in another language on the
spelling of words in one language. The influence of the grammatical structure of the
native language on the second language of a bilingual is manifested in mixed case
values, in the function of prepositions, in the violation of word order, inconsistency
of genders, numbers and cases. Lexical interference is defined as the borrowing
of foreign language lexemes during bilingualism, which is expressed either in the
transfer of phonemic sequence from one language to another, or in the violation of
the structure of the meaning of a native language lexeme or in formations modeled
on foreign language words. Semantic interference is manifested at the level of
word meaning. It is emphasized that in case of incorrect choice of a particular
language situation, it is a stylistic interference.

The problem formulation. A person learning a foreign language can rarely
avoid encountering the phenomenon of language interference. This phenomenon
is the result of the influence of one language on another. Usually, the native
language affects the foreign language, but at the «advanced» stage of learning,
the opposite also happens. Since interference can manifest itself both in spoken
and written language, it is natural that the specifics of its overcoming increasingly
attract the attention of researchers.

The aim of the work is to establish the features of overcoming language
interference in the process of teaching future interpreters by analyzing the causes
of this phenomenon and effective methods of overcoming it.

The research is based on the experience of teaching foreign languages in
higher school and cooperation with students learning English and Ukrainian as
foreign languages.

Interference is the influence of the native language of a bilingual or learner
of another language on his speech in another language or on its perception
[Banirypa, 2008]. Usually, this term means a negative influence that leads to errors
and distortions. For example: «/ went in Egypt on a week» (from the student’s
explanation for his absence), the error is due to the fact that in the Ukrainian
language there is no established order of words in the sentence, as well as certain
inconsistencies between the prepositions in the Ukrainian and English languages.
Interference can be understood more broadly i.e. as the influence of a non-native,
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second language on the native; and also as the influence of one studied language
on another one (words, grammatical rules, etc. are mixed).

Analysis of recent research and publications.Among scientists, there is
also a large number of interpretations of this concept. In particular, L. Barannikova
understands interference as «a change in the structure or elements of the structure
of one language under the influence of another». V. Rosenzweig emphasizes
precisely the negative influence of one language on another in his interpretation of
interference, which is understood by him as «a violation by a bilingual of the rules
of the ratio of the contacting languages, which are manifested in his speech in a
deviation from the normy». In his definition of interference, E. Vereshchagin also
emphasizes the negative nature of this process, stating that «interference is an
internal, unobservable process in a bilingual, which is expressed in his language
and in «visible deviations» from the norms of one or more languages». A more
general definition is provided by Z. Blyagoz, as he considers the interference as
«all changes in the structural elements of language in speech — in meanings,
properties, in the connectivity and «behavior» of language units, which appears as
a result of the interaction of language systems». R. Vafeyev defines interference as
«pressure, displacement of a foreign system from the system of the native language
at the time of their contact with a gradual weakening of the degree and quality
of pressure», however, in this interpretation, the concept of «quality of pressure»
remains unclear, which makes this definition rather imprecise [5].

The research of such an aspect is one of the many ones that are currently being
carried out, and are focused on identifying national specificities and cross-linguistic
differences in English and Ukrainian speech, establishing the patterns of functional
changes that accompany the mentioned phenomenon, interpreting the causes of
interference and revealing the mechanisms of its generation in the plane cognitive
linguistics. Of particular interest there are the issues of establishing the causes
of language interference under conditions of bilingualism, clarifying its role and
functions in social (B. Azhniuk, Y. Desheriev, U. Labov, A. Tabure-Keller, J. Fishman,
W. Lambert, S. Romaine, J. Walters), psychological (E. Vereshchagin, O. Zalevska,
I. Zimnya, I. Usov, K. Cantone, F. Grosjean, R. Javier, J. Macnamara, K. Vaid),
neurological (N. Bekhtereva, O. Luria, T. Chernihivska, R. Yakobson, L. Obler, M.
Paradis, J. Schumann) and linguistic (V. Alimov, O. Valigura, V. Karaban, O. Oguy,
O. Petrenko, S. Semchinsky, O. Taranenko, O. Tkachenko, O. Cherednychenko,
W. Mackey, R. Major, N. Poulisse) aspects [2, p. 17].

Results of the research. Taking into account the above points of view, it is
reasonable to conclude that interference can be considered from three different
points of view: as a result of the interaction of two or more systems, as a process of
this interaction and as prerequisites for it. Speaking of the latter, we mean the fact
that no languages interact by themselves as language systems i.e. interference
takes place in a certain social group, and the prerequisites of certain processes
and results of interference are largely determined by the properties of the members
of this group.
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According to the results of observation of foreign students and Ukrainian
students studying a foreign language, phonetic errors due to interference are most
often assumed. In this context, in relation to the sound system, it is necessary
to talk about the phonetic causes of phonological processes. Such conditioning
can be of two types: firstly, a person who speaks a non-native language may not
hear the difference between the sounds of his native and foreign languages — in
this case, possible errors are determined by the sensory and perceptual features
of the speaker; secondly, with adequate perceptual assessment, the correct
implementation may stop working due to the influence of the properties of the
articulatory base of the native language - in this case, the errors are motor in
nature. It is possible, of course, to have a more complex combination of reasons
that determine the occurrence of errors. There are four theoretically possible cases,
summarized in Table 1.

At first glance, the presented combinations 1 and 4 may cause objections.
The first of them allegedly contradicts such concepts as the motor theory and the
theory of analysis through synthesis, since it represents a situation as if in reverse
order: if from the point of view of these classical theories of language perception,
the articulatory aspect is a way of simplifying, recoding the acoustic picture in the
process of perception, then in this case it acts as a subordinate, dependent on
sensory, perceptual. Accordingly, there are no contradictions in this. The theory of
language perception in an explicit and implicit form is based on human behavior
within the framework of the native language, when the articulatory-acoustic
connections, which are determined by a certain phonological system, have already
been formed. In this case, we are talking about a completely different situation i.e.
the perception and reproduction of the sounds of a foreign language by a person
whose perceptual properties are already formed within the framework of the native
language. Combination 4 seems paradoxical only if we assume that learning the
sound system of a foreign language occurs in a situation that excludes some prior
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knowledge of the properties of this language. However, quite often the opposite is
observed as a person who speaks a foreign language has some ideas about sound
units that differ from the units of his language, and seeks to bring his pronunciation
as close as possible to the foreign language (for example, pronouncing nasal
vowels instead of mouths by non-English speakers language) [6]. The essence
of errors of this kind is determined by the fact that a person is not able to hear a
specific realization that is used in a foreign language, while under the conditions of
normal physiological hearing, such a sound may well be heard, but evaluated as
something that does not coincide with the usual, such that observed in the native
language.

In addition to phonetic or sound interference, there are also orthographic,
grammatical (morphological, syntactic and punctuation), lexical, semantic, stylistic
and intralingual interference.

Orthographic interference is a negative influence on the spelling of words in one
language of similar words in another language, where they are traditionally spelled
differently. The influence of the grammatical structure of the native language on the
second language of the bilingual language is manifested in the mixed meanings
of the cases, in the function of prepositions, in the violation of the order of words,
the lack of agreement on genders, numbers and cases. So, it is difficult for
foreign students to learn and then use the correct forms of case endings, and for
Ukrainian students it is problematic to control the correct order of words in English.
Orthographic interference manifests itself in the incorrect writing of words similar
to words of the native language, for example, «lemon», «telephoney, «corridor»,
«businessy.

Lexical interference is defined as the borrowing of lexemes of a foreign
language during bilingualism, which is expressed either in the transfer of a
phonemic sequence from one language to another, or in violations of the structure
of the lexeme meaning of the native language or in formations modeled on foreign
words. Sometimes lexical interference is called «all changes in the composition
of the lexical inventory, as well as in the functions and use of lexical units, in their
semantic structure, caused by interlanguage connections» [1]. A partial or complete
mismatch in the meaning of words in Ukrainian and English leads to cross-linguistic
lexical-semantic interference, to a violation of the accuracy of word usage in one
language under the influence of another, for example, «magazine», «capital».

Semantic interference is manifested at the level of the meaning of words. It is
connected with the fact that the phenomena known to the speaker are reflected
in a foreign language differently than in the native language [3], for example:
«brown bread», «red hair». Most often, the speaker incorrectly chooses a word
from a number of stylistic synonyms, as a result of which the style of expression
changes, although the subject in question may remain the same. For example, the
Ukrainian word «to speak» corresponds to two English verbs that differ in style:
neutral «speak» and colloquial «talk». In the case of an incorrect choice in relation
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to a specific language situation, the phenomenon of stylistic interference can be
observed.

It is appropriate to note that in linguistics attention is mostly paid to negative
interference, its prediction, research and prevention, due to the fact that negative
linguistic material in the speech of bilinguals creates certain obstacles during
communication. It is important to note that the consideration of interference as
a negative phenomenon occurs at the levels of the system or the violation of the
logical-semantic content, the norm, that is, the violation of the form and situational
adequacy. The linguistic aspect of the study of bilingualism is usually focused
on the analysis and comparison of the structures and structural elements of the
contacting languages, their mutual influence, interaction and interpenetration at
different levels.

In addition, within the framework of linguistic research, considerable attention
is paid to the study of the manifestation of interference during the use of both
languages, as well as the determination of typical deviations from the norms of
each language in the behavior of bilingual speakers, which are specifically related
to their bilingualism. At the structural level, it is expected to study the degree of
interference spread to different parts of the language, as well as the intensity with
which these languages are subjected to interference and its consequences: from
partial assimilation to complete decline or the formation of new languages as a
result of permanent language contacts [5, 2013].

Conclusions. Thus, language interference is the assimilation of the norms of
one language when learning another. We determined that the phenomenon of
language interference appears at almost all levels of language.

Therefore, when learning a foreign language, it is necessary to take into account
the influence of the native language and try to avoid interference. Reducing
language interference in the process learning a foreign language appears to be
a difficult task that must be tackled using authentic educational materials, audio
media, newspapers, magazines, and Internet sources. It is possible to overcome
this type of interference thanks to the formation of socio-cultural competence,
the effectiveness of which largely depends on students’ awareness of the socio-
cultural features of English-speaking linguistic culture. That is why students of the
Foreign Languages Department of WUNU study within the disciplines «Foreign
language» country studies, language etiquette, business correspondence in
English, which help them to overcome various types of interference. Reducing
language interference when learning a foreign language seems to us to be a
difficult and complex task, but the correct organization of work on the peculiarities
of the language being studied leads to a significant reduction of interference in the
learning process of the future interpreters.
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
